AN INTELLIGENT SHARK.
Ue Got a Clinren frntn n Slnn.nf. Wr. nnil

Now Won't Go Near Ono.
"Sovoral well-snu- n sea vni ham heen

told by old shellbacks rcardlnR what thoy
had scon at sea," said Chlof Officer James
B rown, of tho Pacific Mall Company' s steam-
er Acapulco, to a Han Francisco Chroniclo
man, "but thero is one thinR certain, and
that is I havo reason to believe that flsh
not only havo instinct but also reasoning
power."

"How do you como to thoso conclusions!"
was asked.

"Well, let mo tell you. Now, ovcry sea-
faring man who has frequented tho port of
Ban Jose, at Guatemala, knows that old San
Joso Joo has been in and about that port
for tho last thirty yoars. Joo Is without ex-
ception ono of tho largest sharks ever seen
in tho waters of tho ocean. Ho is over
thirty feot in length. This was ascertained
beyond a doubt by tho officers of tho Aca-pulc- o

on tho trip boforo tho last, when a
spar measuring thirty feot had fallen over
tho ship's sido, and old Joo came along, and
after smelling of it floated alongside, meas-
uring exactly its longth. As to his ago that
is not positively known, but tho barna-
cles on his back indicato that ho has boon a
resident of ban Joso waters for a number
of years. Tho barnacles aro so old and
crusty as to repel a rifle-bal- l with tho same
respective forco as a sheet of steel on tho
sido of a man-of-wa- Captain Pitts, of the
Acapulco, hasltimo and again s hot at this mon-
ster and without effect, so far as his back
is concerned. Tho balls glancooff tho old
fallow's back without doing him any dam-ag- o.

Yet old Joo carries enough lead in his
carcass to sink an ordinary whalo, as al-

most every officer whoso vessel anchors in
thoso waters takes a. whack at him when
ho runs his sides and belly upwards, but
tho bullots don't seem to do him any narm."

, "'Well, about his reasoning capacity 1"
4,Oh, yes. Soma years ago an English

man-of-wa- r, while lying at anchor, under-
took to destroy tho old bruto by firing a
chargo of dynamlto into him. Joo was hit
on tho side, and about fifty pounds of
shark's flesh torn away, but tho shot failed
to kill him. But now, mark you, since that
timo ho will not mako his appearanco in tho
anchorago near whoro a man-of-w- Is
anchored. But just as soon as theso ves-
sels leave Joo comes to tho surface- again.
Ho regularly meets tho Acapulco about
fifteen miles outsido and pilots hor in.
Once anchored ho is satisfied and seems to
delight in feeding from tho offal. But no
matter how well you bait a hook Joe's
reasoning qualities tell him to leave it
alone, and ho invariably follows that lino
of reasoning. As to his capacity to stow
away grub, that was proved on ono occasion
when tho vessel was taking aboard some
hogs. Ono of ton hogs, weighing probably
about eighty pounds, fell overboard, and
old Joe. who is over on tho watch, saw the
prize and with ono plungo and a pair of ex-

tended jaws, tho porker disappeared as
though ho had gono into aholo. On another
occasion wo had a lot of mules on board for
the government and ono of tho number died
and was thrown overboard. Joo made tho
acquaintance of the defunct mule, and
ntter tho lapso of six hours tho mulo was
safely stowed 'thwart ships in Joe's locker.
Yes, Joo is tho largest shark known to us
seafaring men. Wo havo tried to kill tho
monster by all possible means, but so far
havo miserably failed."

A DIET OF TACKS.
Thoy tteconie Oxlilo nf Iron nnd Act as a

Iluuollciiu Tonic.
Carpet tacks aro not generally regarded

as a healthful kind of diet, says tho Fhlla-lelphi- a

Record, out many men nave taiten
Jiem into their stomachs in varying dosos
withouf, suffering any injury from them
bu oven deriving benefit from this
peculiar article of food, if tho word of
orominent physicians is to bo believed. In
addition to tho many carpot-layer- s who fill
their mouths with tacks whilo at work, and
now and then slip ono down their throat by
accident, thero aro throe colored men on
Lombard street who aro able and willing to
startlo a spectator by swallowing a handful
of sharp-pointe- d iron tacks with tho great-
est nonchalance, as if thoy wero tho most
nutritious morsels. Theso men have
neither leathern intestines or copper-line-d

stomachs, but the' aro ablo to take caro of
a prodigious quantity of carpot tacks with-
out any apparent discomfort or

Medical authorities assert that there is
far less risk attendant upon swallowing a
tack than is generally supposed, and that
Buch a performance is sometimes product-
ive of beneficial results. Tho freak who
swallows a single tack or a handful of them
is seized with on abnormal desiro for food,
and it is to this fact that tho harmless ucss
of tho swallowing of tacks is ascribed.
Curiously, tho tacks invariably pass through
tho Btomach with their heads "bowed down
in reverence" and placed in tho center of
tho food so that they do not touch the walls
of the intestines. Even when tho points of
tho tacks penetrate tho lining of tho Btom-

ach the result is not so dangerous as would
bo supposed.

Tho reason was oxplalnrd inavory simple
manner by Dr. T. S. K. Morton, who said:
"Theso tack swallo wors generally havo very
strong stomachs and tho amount of gastric
Julco in thorn dissolves tho iron and tho re-

sult is a liquified mass similar in character
tothooxido'of iron which wo prescribe to
sick persons as a tonic. Really thero is a
certain amount of benefit attached to tho
swallowing of tacks and yet thero is always
danger of a serious result in consequence
of such an act. I havo never known of any
person who had been compelled to go to a
hospital from such causes, however.

"But I remember tho caso of a horso that
swallowed a largo-size- d tack. After his
death wo cut open his stomach. Wo found
thero a solidified mass of a stony nature.
When this hard substance was split open wo
found that tho tack constituted its nucleus.
A similar effect would tako place in a per-
son's stomach if tho tack should happen to
stick for any length of timo in tho walls of
tho Intestines."

Tho Gorman Multi-Servan- t.

Tho German servant-mai- d receives from
f20to$70a year in wages. Tho girl who
gets tho maximum wages is expected to do
an enormous amount of work. Sho is often
tho only sorvant in a family of seven or
eight Sho risc3 at fivo o'clock and blacks
tho boots of all the members of tho family.
She prepares tho light breakfast and servos
It. Sho polishes all tho brass and bronzo in
tho houso, scrubs tho corridors, the front
steps and tho walks boforo tho houso on her
bands and knees. Sho carries big hods of
coal from tho basement to tho third and
fourth stories. Sho sweeps tho rooms,
makes ail tho beds and washes and scrubs
every pot, kettle and pan in tho kitchen till
it reflects her stolid face. Sho goes to mar-
ket with hor mistress and a big basket, and
returns loaded down liko a mulo with vege-
tables, moat and earthenware. Sho docs
errands all over tho city gratuitously for
tho family ami for a couple of cents for its
guests. Sho froqucntly sloops in a room
smaller than an American wardrobo and
without means of ventilation. In fact, so
many abuses in lodLtng servants prevailed
In Berlin that city ordinances wero passed
some time ago prescribing tho minimum
slienf apartments in which servants could

A CATAMOUNT'S LEAP.

It Was to Death, Hut Through No Fault
of the Animal's Agility.

"I'vo seen it disputed in tho papers that
a wild-ca- t, or catamount, can msfrc a leap of
twenty-fiv- o feet," said a resident of Sulli-
van County to a Now York Bun reporter,
"and I would liko to mention what I saw n
wild-ca- t do onco. I was trout fishing on
one of tho upper tributaries of tho Beaver-kil- l,

and had clambered down into n deep
ravmo to got at a tempting pool at tho foot
of a fall, whoro 1 was suro my casts would
bo rewarded by tho killing of somo big
trout. I was not mistaken as to that. 1

had lauded four trout, tho smallest one
eighteen Inches long, and sat down to 'rest
tho pool.' Both sides of tho 'ravluo wen
perpendicular wails of rock, probr.blj
twonty-fiv- feet high. Tho summit of the
wall on tho sido of tho creek opposite to mc
sloped back gradually from its edgo for
soveral feet to a heavy growth of plno.

"As I was sitting at tho bottom of the
ravino I happened to glanco up to tho top oi
tho rocks opposlto mo, and saw a lies
phcasantaccompanled by her newly hatched
brood como out oi tho pines and scratch and
peck her way along tho sloping open spaco,
hunting food for her young, which clus-
tered closely about hor. Tho pheasant
came closo to tho odgo of tho precipice, and
it scorned to mc that she was placing her
brood in a most dangerous position, when
sho turned ns if to walk hack with them to
tho pines. Tho instant sho turned some-
thing liko a shadow flitted across tho top of
tho ravine, and half a second later I saw an
enormous wild-ca- t clinging to tho odgo oi
the opposlto wall by his foro foot, holding
tho pheasant between hlsja.vs. Tho wild
ot struggled for a moment to drag himself
from tho edgo of tho aoyss to o,suro foot
ing on tho top of tho rocks, but his effort
was in vain, and ho como crashing down
tho faca of tho precipice, still holding the
luckless pheasant in his jaws. Ho fell
with a splash in tho water, and lay motion-
less at tho odgo of tho pool.

"1 suppose that tho uiimal had been
watching the Dhcasant from tho bushes on
top of tho rocks ipposito where tho bird had
appeared with nor brood, and at his oppor-

tunity haa leaped across to seize hor,
but bad misjudged tho iistanco and fallen
short, with tho result so fatal to him.

"Tho whirl of tho water brought tho wild-

cat around in a snort time to tho sido where
I was standing, ana as 1 was oending down
to exaraino mm I saw a man with a gun
scrambling down tho rocks, rho mon soon
reaoned my side, and I tnen learned that ho
had shot tho wud-ca- t as tho animal was fly-

ing across tho chasm upon his prey. Sure
enough, just at tho base of tho animal's
brata was tho holo rnado by tho riilo ball.
Tho hunter nad been following tho wild-ca- t

for soino time, and had lost tr.ick of him,
but oamo near tho edgo of tho ravino in

timo to seo him mako his leap and
followed him with tho bullet. It wat
that which had stopped tho animal short in
tho tremendous leap It had calculated ou or
it would havo cleared the spaco with safety
and doubtless with ease. The wild-ca- t was
in reauty almost in his death throes
when ho struck tho pheasant, which he
clung to with tho clutch of death, and still
held in his mouth whon wo dragged him
out of tho water. Wo measured the width
of tho chasm across which tho wild-ca- t had
made his death leap. Tho measurement
was forty-thre- e feet.
