may bo necessary for the pub-
lic accommodation; nnd where any
change in tlio location of such
wagon road Is necessary to
permit the passage of such
railroad through any canyon,
pa- - ordellle, said company shall
beforo entering upon the ground oc-

cupied by such wagon road cause
the same to bo reconstructed at Its
own expense In tho most favorable
location, and In as porfectn manner
as the original road.
