Upon demand for dollar ticasurv
notes the Secretary shall, under
such regulation as ho may prescribe,
redeem such notes in gold or silver
coin at his discietiou, it beiug the
established policy of the United
States to maintain the two notes on
a par with each other upon the pres-
ent lcgi'l ratio or such other ratio
as may be provided by law. The
secretary of the treasury shall each
month coin 2,000,000 on uces of the
silver bullion purchased, into stan-
dard silver dollars until the first day
of July, 1S91, and after that
shall coin out of all silver bullion
purchased as much as may be ncccs
sary to provide for redemption of
treasury notes. The present law is
repealed. The last section provides
for covering into the treasury and
held for redemption of national bank
circulation.
