OFFICIAL BLACKMAIL IN SAN FRAN-

A DESPERATE MURDERER CAUGHT.

manded his surrender the only an-
swer was a sheet of llauie aud the
whizzing of u rifle bullet between
Delauey aud Jones. Two loads of
buckshot aud a l lilt' bullet was the
reply. Cella uttered a yell and fell
to the ground. He was slightly
wounded in the calf of the left lee.
two bullets went through his hat and
one struok the neck of his rifle. On
his way to thi city li eooly told
the minute details "of the ttrrible
tragedy. He said that Dilets
owed him $800 and lefused a settle-
ment on any terms. In a moment
of passion he hit bis employer on
the head with a hammer, when the
two clinched. Cella snatched a
razor from a table and with two
slashes nearly severed his head from
the trunk. He calmly picked up
the body and laid it on the bed, aud
took the keys from his pocket and
ransaoked the murdered man's chest
for money. He said that all he got
was fifteen dollars from the till in
the store. Cella, with clothes all
covered with blood, left the house at
the dead hour of midnight and es-

caped to the woods; there he ex-

changed his clothes for a suit that
he carried along and threw the old
ones into the bay. The razor was
thrown into the woods. He says
that he knows his fate will bo that
of a murderer.
