A CATAMOUNT'S LEAP.

It Wu to Donth, lint Through Ho Vault
of the Animal's Agility.

"I'vo Men it disputed in tho papers that
n wild-ca- t, or catamount, can rmUio a leap of
twenty-liv- o feet," said a resident of Hulll-va- n

County to a Now York Bun reporter,
"and I would like to mention what I saw a
wild-ca- t do onco. I was trout fishing on
ono of the uppor tributaries of tho licaver- -

klll, and had clambered down into a deep ,

ravino to got at a tempting pool at the foot '

of a fan", whoro 1 was sure ray casts would '

bo rewarded by tho killing of some big '

trout. I was not mistaken as to that. I !

had landed four trout, tho smallest one
clk'litecn inches lone, and sat down to 'rest
the pool.' Uoth sides of tho ravine were '

perpendicular walls of rock, probably
twenty-flv- feet high. Tho summit of the
wall oa tho sldo of tho creek opposite to mo
sloped back gradually from its edgo for '
several feet to a heavy growth of pine.

"As I was sitting at the bottom of the
ravino I happened to glance up to tho top of
the rocks opposite me, and saw a bea
phoasantaccompanledbyhernewly hatched I

brood coma out oi tho pmos and scratch and
peck her way along tho sloping open space,
hunting food for her youns, which clus-
tered closely about her. The pheasant
came close to tho edgo of tbo precipice, and
it seemed to me that she was placing her
brood in a most dangerous position, when
sho turnod as if to walk back with them to
tho pines. Tbo Instant sho turned some-
thing liko a shadow flitted across tho top of
the ravine, and half a second later I saw an
enormous wild-ca- t clinging to tho edge of
tho opposlto wall by his foro foot, holding
tho pheasant between hlsjatvs. Tho wild-oa- t

struggled for a moment to drag himself
from tbo edgo of tbo aDyss to a sure foot
Ing on tho top oi tho rocks, but bis effort
was in vain, and ho camo crashing down
tho faco of tho precipice, still holding tbo
luckless pheasant in nls jaws. Be fell
with a splash in tho water, and lay motion-
less at tho edge of tho pool.

"1 suppose that tho inimal had been
watching tho olieasnnt from tho bushes on
top of tho rocks ippostto whero tho bird had
appeared with her brood, and at his oppor-
tunity had leaped across to seize her,
but had misjudged tbo distance and fallen
short, with tho result so fatal to him.

"Tho whirl of tho water brought the wild-
cat around la a short time to tho sido whero
I was standing, and aB 1 was oending down
to examine Mm I saw a man with a gun
scrambling down tho rocks. Tho man soon
reacned my side, and 1 tucn learned that bo
had shot tho wud-ca- t as tbo animal was fly-

ing across tho chasm upon his prey. Sure
enough, just at tbo base of tho animal's
brain was tho holo mado by tho riilo ball.
Tho hualcr had beca following tho wild-ca- t

for somo time, and had lost track of him,
hut camo near tbo edge of tho ravino in
time, to sco him mnke bis leap and
followed him with tho bullet. It won
that which had stopped tho animal short in
tho tremendous leap it had calculated on or
it would have cleared tho spaco with safety
and doubtless with ease. Tho wild-ca- t was
in reality almost In his death throes
when ho struck the pheasant, which ho
clung to with tbo clutch of death, and still
held In his mouth when wo dragged him
nut of tho water. Wo mcasurod tho width
of tho chasm across which tho wild-ca- t had
mado his death leap. Tho measurement
was forty-thrc- o feet.
