Mig Alr Ship Differs from Others as an
Eagle Differs from a Hen,

Dr. L. J. Schifferstein, of Effingham,
has {nvented a flying machine on whieh
he is now experimenting. He says:

‘My theory of a flying machins is
that of the inelined plane in combina-
tion with a propualsive foree and a buoy-
ancy chamber just enough to prevent

linfury to the machine in case of an ao-

eident when op in the air. To make
tlie iden plainer, suppose you hinve the
muehine high up in the air; the inclined
planes are then set o as to allow of a
dewent at o great angle, just a little
ghort of a direct fall, say at an angle
of 22 duogs. from the perpendicular.

“¥ow, when the machine has aeguired
o eront momentum the inclined planes
are so altered that the machine will
tulee & more or less horizontal motion
or direction, snd after a while again
chiunged so us to make the machine
tule an upward direction. It is also at
this stage of the flight that the propell-
ing forea is applied and continued till
the greatest altitude the machine is ex-
poeted to reach isobtained, when again
the foreo of gravity I8 depended on to
carry the machine throngh about two:
thirds of its flight through the air to ita
destination.

“'he dominant idea is: First, to nse
the inelined plane both as a supportive
dndd ns o propelling agent; second, use
the force of gravity as a prime propel
ling agent, and third, to only use an
artificiul propelling ngent to carry the
machine upward.  After that the foree
of gravity, acting through the acquired
momentam and applied according to
the theory of the eyeloid, will shoot the
maching just like a projectile about two
fect in a Imrimnul.{ direction for every
foot of fall.

“Phis action can be compared to
what sailors call tucking, only instend
of being in a horizontal direction, like
n ship at sea, it will be more or less in
a perpendienlar direction, By this plan
about half the propelling foroe will be
saved, and again, when poing against
the wind, it will require |ess artificial
propelling force to raise the air ship.”

The Book of Life.

Message Bearing Swallows.

John Desbouvrie, who resides at
Roubaix in France, has exhibited there
fifteen swallows that he has trained
after the manner of carrier pigeons
The swallows were set free, each one
marked with a colored ribbon, and
they dispersed in all directions. In fif-
teen minutes later the first one returned,
and perched on one of Desbouvrie's
fingers; one after another the others
eame back In quick succession. Des-
bouvrie is of the opinion that swallows
are fur superior to pigeons for the car-
rier service in time of war. Their flight
is higher and swifter, and they are
more relinble, smarter and more easily
fed.

They need not rest when flying long
distances in order to partake of food,
because they can do so on the wing.
They are also trained with greater fa
cility than pigeons. Desbouvrie has
also sucoceeded in retaining a number
of swallows during the winter in per
feot liberty, and thelr wmigratory in
alinations did not carry them south-
ward, so that even this obstacle would
not interfere with the systematic train-
ing of swallows for the carrier service.
—Toronto Globe,
