The Care of Books,

Children shiould early be taught care of a
book. A very little child ean understind
that n book must not be thrown on the
floor or torn or bent backward or mal
treated In tho fifty small ways in which
ohildren nre permitted to abuse books
Such habits in children are due quite ns
much to lgnornuce ne cnrolessness on the
part of parents, Those who have no inter
st or allection for books themselves are
not likely to expect it from their children,
A roverence for books is part of the love
one bears them, and people who have been
brought up in an atmosphere of books, or
who spend muel time in reading or study,
will nuturally handle a book respectfully
themaelves, nnd josist that thelr children
shindl do lkewlse,

There s myuoh negligence shiown in the
mattor of returning barrowed books, aud
this ofven by persons of whom one would
oxpect better things. For months after a
book 18 read it is allowsd to lie about the
house, and no sspecinl effort 1s made to re
turn it o its owner. That a book should
be rethrnesd as soon as resd, just ns partio-
ulnrly as one wonld return s tool after
usiug It or & garment after wearing It,
wonld appear to go without saying. Yet
it I8 not nlways the case. .

And it is right to insist that our ebildren
ahall be an exnct io this respect; that they
sball, alter borrowiog s book, cover it
neatly I (6 be o ploely bound one, treat it
varefully while in thelr posssssion and ro
turn & promptly when finished. This is
pnot only simple justice to the owner, but
such tenchiog will go far toward making a
ehild particular about Lhe property of oth-
em.—Larper's osar,
