THE PRESIDENT'S LETTER,
Kaxsas Crry, Mo., April 14.—1In
wletter rend at the Commerisl con-
greas  to-day; Presldent HMHarrigon
unid: The extrmordinary develop-
menis in the productionofugricalture
which has taken place In a recenl
period In this country by reason of
the rapid enlargement of the aren of
tillnge under the favoring land Inwe
of the United States very naturnlly
has called attention to the value and
Indeed of necessity of larger markets.
I am one of those who believe the
home market must necessarily Le
the best for producers as it vsunlly
emancipates bim, in proportion to its
nearness, from exncting transporia-
tion companples. If the farmer
could deliver his surplus produce to
the consumer out of his farm wagon
his Independence and his profits
would be lurger and surer, It
seams lo me quite possible to attaiu
o larger increased markel for our
staple farm products without im
pairing our home murket by open-
ing manufuctoring trades ina com-
petition in which foreign producers,
paying s lower seale of wages would
have the advantage, A policy that
would retire & number of people en-
gaged in mercuntile pursuits or dim-
Inlsh their ability to purchase food
products by reduciug wages cannot
be helpful to those now engaged in
agriculture.

Passlag to the consideration of
carrency the president said: “The
guestion at the buse of all my con-
alderation of currency ls that any
dollar,f paper or coin, issued by the
United Btates must be made and
kept in Its commercial use ss good
us any other dollar,
dollars of different values, only the
poorest will ¢'reulate. I have
ways belleved, and do now, more
than ever, believe In bi-metalism
and favor a full use of silver in cou-
neotion with our currency, that ie
compaiible with the maintenance of
the parity of the gold and sllver
dollar  in thelr commercinl uses.
Nothing, Iu. my judgment, would
so muech retard restoratlon in the
world as leglslation attempted by
the United Btutes that would resull
in placlng this country upon the
basis of wono-mwetalism, The legis
lation adapted by the fifty-first con-
greas, I wos sssured by leading nd-
vocates of free cvolnage und repre.
sentutives of the silver states, would
promptly and permavently bring
silver to 1,20 por eunce and keep It
there. That sunticipation has not
been rewlized, Our larger use of
sllyer hus apparently, aud for rea-
sons not agreed upon, dimioished
the demand for silver o China and
Tudia,
