VON MOLTKE DEAD.

Some Details of tlio Funeral-TIi- o

Emperor's Remarks.

WHEAT CROP OF KANSAS VERY LARGE.

Duty Placed on Lottery Tickets,
President Harrison's Trip, Muti-

nous Action of Soldiers, State
and Foreign News, Etc.

VON MOLTKE DEAD.

Berlin, April 25. Tho death of
Von Moltke isaunounced,

Von Moltke attended a session of
tho Keickstag yesterday uftcrnoon.
Ills' death was very sudden, and the
physicians who were summoned
announced that It was caused bj
failure of tho hcurt. Ho passed

iiwuy at 0:45 p. in., quietly and
painlessly.

Count von Moltke, whoso death
Is announced, was born Oct 20, 1800.

Jit Parehlm, In Mecklenburg, aud
educated nt tho military academy ol

Copenhagen; entered tho Prussian
irmy In 1822, and was appointed u

member of tho staff lu 1832. Hi
procured a furlough in 1835 foi

ioveral years, aud entered the sor
vice of Turkey. Ho returned horn
in 1841, and relumed to his military
duties, and becume chief of start ot

the whole army of Prussia In 1858

In this position he mado his name
renowned as a goneral. Under his
Inspiring leadership the start became
a most convenient and effective
means of commanding tho army
aud in subsequent wars his plane
and dispositions resulted in an un-

broken series of brilliant victories.
In 1804, In tho war against Denmark,
Moltke led tho army for tho first
ttmo. Two years later, In the war
against Austria, ho entered a larger
theater of action, and showed his

talent ns a strategist in the most
brilliant manner, ending the war in
six weeks with tho great victory of
Sadowa. Honors wero voted him
and ho was olocted a deputy to tho
North Gorman diet. The
brilliant success of the campaign in
Franco in 1870-7- 1 was largely duo to
his magnificent combinations. Fur
ther honors wero showered upou

him nt the conclusion of tho war,
being created a count, glveu ono o;

tho flvo grand crosses of tho Iron
Cross, and mado field marshal, be
sides receiving a grant of a large
sum of mouoy from tho government
Although past ninety years of age
his interest lu nationnl afl'aira was

unabated, aud ho was keenly nlivo
to tbo welfaro of tho great empire
which ho was largely iustrumeuta
lu forming.

VON MOLTKE FUNERAL.

Berlin, April 25. Tho will of

Count Von Moltko who died last
night states ho desired his burial to
tako placo at Crolsau whoro his wife
and child aro burled. The funeral
if the count's request is followed is to
bo strictly private but it is thought
that possibly tho emporor will
overrule tho dead soldier's wishes
and tnat tho funeral will bo mado

tho occasion for n grand military
display. A great crowd of peoplo
respectful and Hympathetiosurround
the count's resldouco and throng
tho streets. Many stores lu tho
leading thoroughfares aro closed

and the city throughout Is commotio
lug lo display emblems of mourning.
Both houses of the Prussian dlot
havo adjourned until Monday next.

In a telegram of Hympathy Em-

peror Wllllm said: "Tho field mar-shal- 's

death is a greater loss to Ger-

many than tho loss of an army corps

would havo been," Tho emepror
hassummoucdtll tho princes and
crowned heads of tho diflerent Ger-

man states to tho funeral which
takes plaeo next Thursday and
which will bo attended by military
ceremonies, The remains will ho lu

8tate,ln tho apartment lu which the
count died, until Thursday morning.

chief magistrate of the United States
A procession was formed at the sta
tlon, composed of a cavalcade of
Spanish citizens lu their native cos

tumes, the Army, aud a brigade of
children aud citizens in gaily deco

rated carriages. Tho party was first
escortod to tho Promenade des An
glais, a beautiful drive bordered on

both sides with mountain?, dotted
with picturesque villas. Here they
witnessed a battle of flowers, partici-

pated in by ladles aud gentleman,
In open carriages so covered with
flowers and green that they were

completely obscured. Each canlugt
was provided with a. profusion of

small bouquets, and as they pussed

each other in converging Hues, ttie
occupants threw flowers at each oth-

er with zest and precision. The
president and party viewed the
picturesque battle from a "grand

stnnd simply covered with llowers.

There wero four columns along tho
front, in tho construction it is esti

mated that nearly 20,000 calla lilies

wero used.

When tho battle was finished, the
president and party were escorted

by the late combatants and calva

cade of ladles and gentlemen in
Spanish costumes to the old Santa
Barbara mission. Tho party were
recoived here by Father O'Keefe,

tho superior, and his assistants, and
shown through that historic edlllce,
by virtue of a special dispensation.
After tho reception a ball took place
at tho hotel, during which there
wero several Spanish
dances by ladies In costume. The
parly left nt midnight for San
Frauolsco.

BOLDIEUS KILL HUNT.

Walla Walla, April 25. Last
evening, nt 0:15, D. J, Hunt, the
slayer of Private Miller oa Wednes-

day night, was lynched by soldiers
from tho garrison, and fell in the
court house yard riddled with six-

teen bullets, four of which eutered
his head.

The plaus of tho soldiers wero
carefully laid, as seutlnels wero post-

ed nt all tho streets approaching tho
court house, with cocked carbines lu
their liandH, who halted every passer
by, ami compelled him to retrace Ills

stops under thioata of Instant death.
After the shooting tho soldiers all
rau oil, and limit was found dead

within tlfty feet of the court house

door.
People who heard the shots knew

what had happoued, and In a few

mluutes 2000 persons wero at the
sceno. It Is dtflluult to identify
those, concerned. Tlio coroner's Jury
found that "Hunt oamo to his death
by sixteen gunshot wounds tuflicted

at the hands of a mob, who from a
description of tho clothing, were
supposed to bo soldiers, but no par
tlcular person could bo named; also

that tho shorltt used every precau-

tion In his power to protect the
prisoner.
