thusiastic Citizens.

TWENTY THOUSAND PEOPLE.

Tho Presidential Party Sur
prised and Delighted.

ABLE, INTERESTING SPEECHES MADE.

Tho Old Veterans, Militia and
Monmouth Cndcte Looked

Well-F- ull Details.

No heartier or more euthualnstic
rrccptlou Imb been accorded the
president on the Puclflo count thau
that of Tuesday Id Salem. All day
Monday the people of HiIm part of
the Wlllametto valley atood between
hopes and fears. A break in the
overhanging clouds would bo hailed
with delight, and when tho dark
clouds would again conceal the ukj
a sigh of discouragement could be
heard from the many peoplo who
had already come to the city. To
ward tho close of the afternoon, In
(Mentions of a fulrer day on the mor-

row was visible In the west. The
light which pierced tho breaking
clouds was watched by hundreds ol
eager eyes. Before dark on Mondaj
hundreds of peoplo from neighbor-
ing towns wero in tho city, and tho'
It was still raining, they wore cheer-

ful smiles and their dress and de-

meanor showed they lived in a land
of prosperity. They wero all so
anxious to get agllmpseof the pres-
ident and thoso with him, that many
of them had come llfteen or twenty
miles.

Before day broko this morning, all
Bulem was in a stir. People wore
coming in from the surrounding
country by tho thousands. Tho'
tho timo for tho train which
boro the distinguished party was
early, beforo It arrived, it seemed
that all Balcm rose up as ouo person
to welcomo too chief magistrate of
the nation. When the train drew
up at tho depot at 8:55 thousunds of
peoplo wero In that part of tho city.
Tho clouds, which hung low ovei
tho city ull day Monday wero high
this morning, and tho atmosphere
was stilt and thoro wero hopoful In-

dications of a fair day. By 8 o'clock,
thobluosky In tho west begun to
appear, but this was noon concealed
with new clouds, and ut 8:30 11 begun
to rain. When tho train arrived It
was ruining us it seldom does rain
In Oregon, yet there wero probably
tm thousand peoplo on the streets.
Tho vacant ground about tho depot
wait literally jammed with pooplo;
either side of tho street was lined
from there to tho stato house, a dis-

tance of littlo less than a half mile.
On both sides of SUito street were
nearly two thousand school chil
dren; each ouo bearing n Hug or a
bouquet. Tho president rodo past
them with his hut oft and bowed to
them as they sent up u chorus of
oheers. On reaohing tho west

tho state houso, tho party
immediately returned to tho hulls,
whero tho reception and npeeches
wero given.

8AI.UTH FROM OANNON.

As tho train pulled In a thun-
dering salute from tho cannon was
given to do homugo to the first man
and woman of tho nation. This
was kept up until tho presidential
salute wub given. At every salute
from tho eiuition tho echo wub tukcu
up by tho Grand Army veteruus,
and Immediately tho Inspiration
was caught by tho thousunds who
wero In tho vicinity of tho depot,
nml fur blocks around tho ulr rung
with a chorus of cheers.

When tho party stopped oil tho

train tlioy wore greeted by tho
fragrant odors of many varieties of
(lowers, All the ladles ami children
and many men curried bouquets of
wild ami cut llowers. The decorat-

ions of tho carriages In which the
party rodo wero no less fragrant
nud guy than the outside atmos-phero- ,

Tho pleasant ruin of tho
mrly morning only made tho natur-
al scouery tho more resplendent and
tho cultivated htwus and back-groun- d

of mountain scenery tho
moro nttraotlvo. Tho blooming
llowers lu the gardens, which lined
tho way of tho march, wero great
credit to Balcm. The party has left
the Wlllumettto valley fully convin-
ced that Oregon Is duly outttlod t

her reputation of having u lovely
vllmuto uud a happy peoplo.

Verbatim Report of the Speeches,
nud the Scones Described.

AT THE STATE HOUSE.

Exuctly at 0:20 a. m. tho "make
way" of tho mufshals subdued tho
clamor of tho throng In tho hall of
representatives and tho President
and Mrs. Harrison proceeded slowly
to tho front, and wero seated on tho
chairs of honor. Tho President was
seuted In tho center and tho Gov-

ernor on his right, and Mayor!)' Arcy
on ids left. Next to the Governor
wero Hon. John Wannmaker, and
Hon. Jerry Rusk, membcra of the
cabinet.

THE LAMES.
Immediately alter tho President

and lady the rest entered. Mrs.
MoKco appeared vory tired and
Mrs. Harrison woro a plain white
baudugo on her hand. At 0:20 Mrs.
Moody, Mrs. Englund and Mrs.
Bouhum wero presented by Major
Boyd to tho ladles of tho presiden-
tial party, and escorted them to the
Governor's reception room, where
tiro special reception awaited them.

AT 9:30 MAYOR D'AKOY
began his speech of welcome to the
President and party. At first IiIh

voice wax low but in u hulf-minut- e

it roso In volumo so as to hold the
attention of all present. Tho fol

MAYOR D'AUOY'S ADDRESS.
Mr. President, Ladles and Gentle-

men: On behalf of tho citizens ol
Salem, tho capital of tho state of
Oregon, I tender you and your dis-

tinguished party a cordial welcome
to our olty.

All regretted tho sad accident
which recently happened to your
sister uud wero feurful it would mar
lu a measuro your trip to this const
und prevent you from visiting Sn-lc-

The people of Balcm and the
surrounding country hnvo gathered
together toduy to do honor to you
and party, not only for tho reason
that yourself and ancestors have
rendered distinguished services lu
the civil as well us the mllltury ser-

vice of our country, but for tho ad-

ditional reason that you, Mr. Prcel- -

dont, represent and are tho head of
the greatest uud grandest goveriir
nient that has over existed or Is In
oxistonco at tho present day. You
are at tho head of n nation whose
growth nud prosperity hnvo been
tho wonder of tho world. This gov-

ernment of which you are tho presi-
dent is tho only one which has made
an effort to curry out and observe
tho immortal principles "that all
men uro created equal," and thai
"equal and exact justice" should be
meted out to all persons whatever
may bo their religious or political
beliefs. Your presence here todnj
brings to our mind tho early his
tory of our country, when ouo of
your distinguished ancestors signed
the Declaration of Independence
and took part lu the memorable
events which transpired during that
period; to the time when one of youi
Illustrious ancestors occupied the
exalted position which you now 1111.

It carries us back to tho time when
the world wus Itlng-rlddo- n and pan- -

pcrlred by tho privileged few, and
when men scarcely dured to breathe
tho word liberty; to tho time when
the people of this country, scuttcrod
along the eastern cotut of the United )

Mates, with n sublime heroism never
viitinlcHl, broko uwuy from the old
traditions und established to the
amusement and ttouder of the world
tho American ivpublla Tho I'urons
who wiung the M acini Uiurtn
fnui King John ut Kunne, medal

wero only solicitous about the rights,
and privileges of a select fow, but
tho founders of our republic desired
tho welfare of the whole ieople re-

gardless of their wealth or station
In life. This Idea has actuated our
people since our separation from
England and It controls ns today.
As In olden time tho stone which
tho builders rejected became tho
chief one of the temple, so tho ideas
and principles which tho nations of
the old world set aside nnd held for
naught were adhered to und made
the beau Ideal of our form of govern
ment. Hence the grandeur which
it has attained. They are what have
prompted men of every shade of
politics and of every religious belief
to assemble and assist in mnldue
this dny ono to be long remembeied
in the annals of the city.

It is gratifying to be uble to wiy
that Bulem Is one of the most beau-
tiful cities in tho State. It iles
about midway in the Wlllumettt
valley In ono of the best sections of
Oregon, where the crops never full
nud the pooplo are blessed with
abundunce. We have a populutiou
Including the Immediate suburbs
of the city from ten thousuud to
twelve thousand Inhabitants. We
are well supplied with plenty ofpub
lie and prlvute schools. It hus been
and is now an educational center
Our superior educational advan-
tages are recognized everywhere
throughout the Stale. Knowlege
reaches or may teach every home.
What fulrer prospects of success
could bo presented? With oui
broad streets and pleasant surround-
ings our city attracts uud charms t hr
stranger who muy visit us. Salem
has grown rapidly within tho itn-- t

three years, and Its future is assured.
Wo regret exceedingly that youi

slay in Sulom is limited to so short i.

time. It hardly gives our cltizeno
an opportunity of showing their
good will towards you. As tin
mayor of Salem I tender you lie
freedom and trust you will not lu
disappointed in your visit, and thai
you may entertain pleusuntreeollec
tlous of the sumo.

Wo huve with us Governor Pen-
noyer, who will welcome you on tin
purt of tho State of Oregon. He in

a pleasant and affable gentleman.
Ho is tho head of one of tho niot
promising commonwealths In the
Union. Ho feels u just prldo in this
stato, which Is destined to outstrip
in wealth und populutiou in the
future, many of her sister stales. I
take plcusure lu presenting Governoi
Poanoyor, who will now uddress
you.

Our birth-rig- ht Is the wise
anticipation of those who framed
our government, our constitutional
organization, which has i created
itself In all the states of the Union.
This wholesome und just division of
power between tho three great, In-

dependent, coordinate brunches of
government the executive, tho leg-

islative and the judlelnry has
demonstrated that what

seemed to the natlonv of Europe to
ben complicated and Jangling sys-

tem, produces lu fuctrtho most per
feet harmony nud the most complete
and satisfactory organization for
social order and for nutionul
grandeur.

We stand here toduy in one of
these hulls set upart to the law-ma- k

lug power of your stute. Those who
assemble hero aro chosen by youi
suflrages they come here us. repre-
sentatives to enact into law those
views of public questions which
have met the sauctinu of a majority
of your people, expressed In un or-

derly and honest way at your ballot
boxes. I hope it muy be always
found to be true of Oregon thut your
legislutlve body Is a representative
body; thut, coming from the peoplo
its service is consecrated to the peo-

ple, and the purpose of its creation
is uttuiued by leaving to the well-ordere-

und well-dispose- d tho lurg-e- st

liberty; by curblugby wholesome
luws the und the law-
less, and providing by economical
methods for tho public need. The
judiciary, thut comes next in our
system, to interpret nud io apply the
public statute, has been, in ouroun-try- ,

a refuge for all who aro oppres-
sed, n wibe tribunal for the decision
of nil public questions. It is greutly
to our credit us a nation (hut with
rare exceptions those who huve worn
the judicial ermine, the high tribun-
als of our country, and notubly the
supreme court of the United Stnies,
buvo continued to retain the conli-denc- e

of the peoplo of the whole
country. The duty of tho executive
is to administer law. Tho power of
the militia is lodged with him, He
dots not frame statutes, though in
most states and under our national
government, u veto power Is lodged
In him with a view to require rtcou
slderatlon ofuuy particulurmeusure.
But a public executive hus one plain
duty. It Is to enforce all lu'vs, with
kindness und n fair inudence, but
with promptness nnd with inexor-
able decision, (prolonged applause).

He cannot choose whut laws he
will enforce any more than tho cit-

izen will choo-- o what laws he will
obey. Wo have hero but one king;
it Is the law, having pushed through
thoso constitutional forms which
are necessary to make it binding
upon the people, uud thut king till
men mint obey. (Applause.) It ifc

my grent pleasure to ilud so general
a disposition everywhere to obej
tho law. I have .but one message
fur tho uoith or for the south, the
oust or west, us I journey through
this land it Is to hold up the low
(applause) and to say everywhere
that every man owes an ullegiunce
to it, nud thut ull rs must
be left to tho deliberate und quiet
nud sufe disposition ofan established
tribunal. (Applause.)

You uro proud of your greut stute
Its capabilities are numerous; Its
adaptations to comfortable llfo me
peculiar und flue, and yeurs will
briug you Increased population and
Increased wealth. I hope they will
bring with them, marching m this
stute of progress of mutenul things,
thoso liner things educutlou, piety,
respect for tho luw, pure homes und
orderly lives (upplnuse); but over all
this mutter of stute pride oyer nil
our rejoicing In the facilities of life
which uro nbout us In our respective
siutes, wo look with grenter pride to
thut greut urch of government that
uultes these states nud makes of
them ull ouo greut nutlon. (Pro-
longed applause.)

But, my fellow citizens, tho diffi-

culties which I ulroudy see Interposed
between us uud a train which Is
scheduled to depart very soou dllll-eultie- s

growlug out of your friendli-
ness warn me to briug these re-

marks to u .speedy cloe. I beg
uguln, most profoundly, to thnnk
