The Paving in Other files itrifinl
Brick to llecemn the Slater' il

MaJorW.H.UonsillTulk-i- .

Major W. II. Bonsatt, of Los An-
geles, was In Salem this morning
and was Interviewed by a Journal
representative on the pavlug
question. Mr. nnall Is now presi-
dent of tliocliy council ofLosAn-gel- m

and was for severeal years
I'hiiirmaii of the Board of Public
improvements and for eighteen
years has been couiiected with tho
pMbllo works, lie 1m also a mail of lkeen Intelligence and a heavy prop-
erty owner iu that city. His exper-
ience has been valuable to his own
city and his advice is worth some-
thing to Salem.

He said tbat about five years ago
Los Augeles had just Buch streets as
Salem and the paving question was
agltutiug all that city. The city
couucil decided to Investigate the
pavings In other cities and MJ.
Bousall was the man singled out to
do tho work. Ho visited all the
Eastern states and Canada and
came homo and gave his report.'
Tho city theu began paving with
bituminous rock and granite block.
The granite has not been satisfactory
and none has been put down for
several years. He says tbo bitu-
minous rock havo proved the best
paving that they have used, and
while they have streets equaled by
few cities In tbo union, they aro not
entirely satisiled with them, and
will this summer put lu several
miles of vllriQud brick pavlug. He
said in Los Augeles they sweep the
bituminous paved streets every night
and have to keep them sprinkled dur-
ing the day; tbo continually keep-
ing the ruck wet rotted them and
made them uncomfortable for teams.

He said that lu his opinion lu fifty
years brick would be tho only pav-

lug material iu use. He based this
opinion on several reasons. It is
healthful as well as inexpensive and
is durable aud comfortable. It is

uot noisy and gives a firm footing
for teams, which tho bltumiuous
rock does not do. He said he visited
a city iu West Virginia of us large
population as Salem aud found
pavlug which had been used for
eighteen years, and It was on one of
tho principal streets. This paving
was mado of ordinary bulldiug brick
and after all these years of uso was
in good condition and looked as If It
had been used but a few years. Sim-

ilar examples were found In other
cities, and In every case it had given
satisfaction.

Mr. Bonsall says there aro several
styles of putting down any paving.
An important point is to get tho
proper grade and contour of the
street. When this is dono a bed of
6aud is put on, then a layer of bricks
is put down Aat, and on these
unother layer is placed on their
edges lu fish-bon- e fashion. TJiis
makes a brick bed six inches thick
and with the wear on an ordinary
business street of Salem will last
nearly half a century. He also says

that many people havo a mistaken
Idea of what kind of clay is required
from which vitrified brick aro made.
He says a very poor quality of llio
clay will mako good vitrified brick.
In bis opinion tho clay about Salem
would do for tho manufacture of
paving brick. In looking through
any brick kiln , there are a large
number of vitrified brick.

From tne facts given by Mr. Bon
sall it seeuiB it will uot bo necessary
for Balem to send 2000 or 3000 miles
for brick to pave the streets should
such material be adopted by the
council.
