THE B1J8SIANJKW8.

Berlin, June 12. The Berlin

associated press correspondent had a

conversation with Herr Goldbergcr,

the well known Jewish financial-- ,

who was recently expelled from

Bussla. Ho went from this city in

tho Interest of tho banklug house

with which he Is connected, having

been furnished with a special con

sular pass by the ltussian consul

general here. At St. Petersburg,
M.Vlcshuigradesky, Russian minis
of finance, und other persons of high
standing, showed the Berlin banker
special attention. But this did not

prevent tho police of St. Petersburg
from InscrlblHg upon his pass. "The
Jow Goldbergcr is hero on toleration

and under police supervision." Herr
Goldbergcr does not understand
Russian, and thought it was some

regular police annotation. He
learned diflereutly when ho reached

Moscow. Tho "Prlstaw" called

upon him and told him he must
leave at once. The hottl manager
told him a few roubles would fix it
all right, but Goldbergor docliucd to

pay blackmail, and left at once. He
did not caro to establish a bauk in a

country where each policeman had
the power of levying blackmail.

Herr Goldberger described the
awful scenes of expulsion, which ho

had witnessed at Moscow during his
two days' slay. Nono of tho ac

counts so far published tell the
whole story. The misery and perse

cution nro simply Indescribable,

Contrary to tho accepted vorsiou,
Goldberger says tho czar is well

nwaro of tho cruelties practiced.
Goldbergcr thinks Bussla will not
only suffer from commercial disaster
sure to follow tho expulsiou of tho
Jews, but that these measures have
brought about a feeling of insecurity
among Russian protestants and
among foreigners resldiug in Russia.

PASOLINE EXPLOSION.

Cincinnati, Juno 12. Early this

ILLINOIS $300,000.

THE WORLD'S KAIIt.

Such

eflorts are clearly inspired by ex-

pected gain, have not for the prima-

ry and principal object the promot-

ion and success of the exposition.

Tito board therefore declares that no

person shall be permitted to exer

cise such functions without appro

val of either the national commis-

sion, board of control, or director
general, through this department of

foreign afTuirs.

HAYTIAN AFFAIRS

Washington; June 12. The state
and navy departments are becoming

impatient at tho delay In receiving

full and accutalo reports of the con-

dition of affairs in Hayti.

It ap
pears that the man had two teeth
drawn while under the Inllucnco of tho
gas, and when s he mado
a sudden attack upon the doctor. The
latter grabbed the man nbout tho body
and told him thvt tho teetli were out
and to keep quiet. Wliilo in tho net of
drawing away from tho patient tho
doctor was struck oither 6n tho noso or
behind tho ear.

Tho patient then sprang out of tho
chair nnd struck the doctor about the
face, knocking him senseless to tho lloor,
and began kicking him. A lady

stood by powerless. The den-dist- 's

wife, who was in an ndjoining
room, heard the noise, ran into the op-
erating room nnd hold of tho
patient's coat nnd tried to drag him
awny from her husband. The wife was
struck in tho neck twice by tho patient
The latter, nfter coming to his senses,
commenced to apologize, and offered
to pay for nil tho damage done. Dr.
Kanslcy, a neighboring physician, was
buiumoned, nnd upon arriving nt tho
dentist's he found that the latter's noso
was broken, both eyes discolored, nnd
ho had several bruises on the head and
bodv.

Dr. Smith, in speaking of tho affair,
said: "I havo just come Cvom tho har
ness maker's, where I havo arranged for
a series of straps to be placed on the
chair so that a patient will bo ren-
dered powerless in case ho becomes un
ruly while under tho influence of the
gas. Tiio patient tnnt attacKea me
was evidently dreaming about fighting,
and on account of seeing my face last
before taking the gas, and seeing me
only wliilo he thought
I was the aggressor and immediately
began to pitch into mo.

"Tho patient, when conscious, offered
to pay for nil the damage ho had done,
but as tho damage amounted to break-
ing my nose and giving mo a pair of
black eves I could not appraise the
value.
