Indians of Torru del rueeo.
Itousson and Willeins bavo explored

the northern part of the island of
Terra del Fuego between 62 deg.
30 min. nnd C3 deg. 30 uiin. south
latitude, traveling all along tho north
coiist nnd across the island, about
sixty miles south of tho Straits of Ma-eclla- n.

Thoy mapped all tho little
rivers, nnd found that tho Cullen river,
which empties into the Atlantic ocean,
is quite an important stream. Tho
valley of this river is a fine country,
and tho rich herbage afforded abun
dant nourishment for tho horses upon
which the party rodo. Thoy met tho
Ona Indians all through their journey.
Quito a number of them were G feet G

inches high and very muscular.
Thoy are nearly naked, wearing only

over their shoulders ill inado capes of
guanaeo skin. Tho only ornament
which thoy possess consists of a brace-
let or a collar of shells. These Indians
inhabit about two-third- s of the island.
Tho men occupy themselves wholly
with procuring food. Their bows and
arrows are always with them, and they
uso flint arrow heads. Much of their
timo is given to making weapons of tho
chaso and war. Thoy aro continually
in trouble with tho Indians to tho west
and south of them, from whom they
differ greatly. Chicago Times.

Illumlnuttns Walking Slides.
A novel experiment of tho chloride of

silver battery has been made in tho
manufacture of the electrio light cane.
Four cells are placed end to end in a
small tube of cardboard and inserted in
a hollow cane. Tho silvor wiro at one
end is connected to ono end of tho car
bon filament of a small incandescent
lamp, snugly placed at the head of tho
cano, and a small brass strip or spring is
extended upward from tho zinc bottom,
so as to make contact possible with tho
other end of tho carbon filament.

When a bright light is required, press-
ure on a small push button on the side
of tho eano closes tho circuit and ig-

nites tho lamp. Tho head of the cano
is solid silver, which makes a good re-
flector for tho light, and a very thick
lens is fitted into tho top.
