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SWEATING BY ELECTRICITY.

CIotop Jtnneo Itogtte Who Can Steal
Fifty Ontu Tram nn Eagle.

Tho methods of tho Japaneso, who,
for the purpose of defrauding tho gov-

days. A largo number of short weight
cold coins nro In circulation, and tho
frequency with which they are met
with has led to investigations which
show that there has been for somo timo
a systematic scheme for robbing the
government by stealing metal from tho
coins.

Somo years ago ft scries of tests were
made by tho government for tho pur
poso of defining tho actual loss by
abrasion in tho moving of gold coins.
It was found that fivo dollars was lost
by abrasion every timo $1,000,000 in

gold coin was handled. Bags con-

taining 5.000 each were lifted to a
truck to bo removed to another vault,
and tho mere lifting of tho 200 bags
caused tho loss stated, and their trans-

fer from tho truck njjT. 'l mado a, second
similar loss.

Tills shows how readily gold can be
removed from the coins, but this inoth
od Is much too slow for tho clever
rogues, who realizo tho value of scien
tiflc appliances. Tho work of abrasion
is now done by electricity, after the
manner of tho electroplating of gold.
An ordinary galvanic battery and some
cheap acid is procured.

The coin Is placed in the fluid, and
attached to it nre wires from tho poles
of tho battery, leading to another piece
of metal prepared to receive, in tho form
of plating, tho metal to bo removed
from the coin. Sufficient gold to form
a plating is quickly transferred, nnd, as
it is removed uniformly from all parts
of tho coin, the liability of disfigure
ment is reduced to a minimum, the
only effect being to blur tho characters
slightly.

In this way about fifty cants' worth
of gold can bo removed from a ton dol-

lar goldpicco withqllt a very marked
change in tho appearance of tho coin.
Tho eyo of an expert, however, detect
tho alteration at a glance. Ono of the
employes in tho Now York y

is said to have become, so skilled in this
branch of tho work by years of experi-
ence that he can toll by mere touch,
with closed eyes, whether a piece is
spurious metal or has been tampered
with.

It is stated that tho sweating of gold
by electricity In this country is practiced
almost entirely by foreign swindlers
who havo been driven from their own
country for similar offenses. Pittsburg
Dispatch.
