THE MIDNIGHT II0UR.

In the heart of western Pennsyl
vania's beautiful nnd fei-til- valleys lies
the picturesque town of M . Tho
unsightly chimney sticks of noisy In-

dustry have not yet marred Its pictur-esquencH-

and business, with a few ex-

ceptions, is sufficient to "maintain a

.. m,d i nuver oencia m tho limited
space such a collection of tales and
traditions of this kind, embodying tho
superstitions of nearly every civilized
nation.

By tlio usual perversity of fato this
retirin, modest fellow was gifted with
a voico melodious and pleasing enough
to havo cajoled tho affections of the
most obdurate maid. Tho only use ho
made of it, however, was to read, at
night, some of theso illusivo romances
which, although I sometimes wearied
of them, I enjoyed on account of tho
way they wero rendered. Often, in
this manner, wo became so deeply ab-
sorbed In theso unnatural themes that
I felt a sense of relief to know that tho
Journpy to bed was but a few short
steps across a lighted apartment, aud
not up flights of shadow haunted stair-
cases.
