FKAKFUIi THAIN WIUIOK.

Younostow.v, Ohio., July 3

Nineteen paescngerfl were killed and
burned to cinders at three this
morning by a freight train telescop
I ng a passenger Irani on Erie Hail-roa-

at Hnvcuna, Ohio, lorty miles
west of here. Thirty eight or forty
were Injured. Tho passenger train
Was standing at tho depot when
freight truln struck It. Two sleep-

ing cars and a day coach took tire
and were quickly destroyed. Train
was bouud for Now York nnd
heavily loaded with passengers
going to spend the Fourth vith
friends. A speclul tiuin was seni
from hero with surgeons und nurses
to care for tho wounded. Fire
spread rapidly uud It was Impossible
to rescue many of tho injured nnd
they wcro cremated in llio wreck.
The nccldont In losi of life and prop
irtj is tbe most extensive ever suf
(ered by tho Erie Hallway. Tin
Jay coach contained a pnrty ol
people from Flodlay coming hero to
ipend tho Fourth.

Miuy passengers on tho train were
asloap when the awful crush came
uud a uumber were crushed to death
In their berths. A terrible scent
followed, there were cries for help
from nil parts of the truln, mingled
with the dying moans of others
whofce lives were crushed out. Boon
i ho wieok caught II ru nnd flames
crowded upon those who wcro held
fast In tho debris. In several in-

stances persons wero slowly burned
to death while pleading with tiieh
last br ath for help which could not
bo rendered. Tho flro was finally
extinguished but not until several
persins had perished. Home were
si badly burned and disfigured It
will be a difficult task to Identify
thotn. Coroner will begin an in-

quest this uftornoon. Tho company
ofHi'Iuls will render nil assistance
possible and will make most
thorough Investigation. It would
appear the whole accident was due
tho carelessness of somo ono leaving
tho switch open. Tho heavy freight
train wni running at tho rate of10
inllos an hour and It struck tl o
passongcr train with full force.

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BITTEN BY A VENOMOUS COBrtA.l

Rapidity with AVIilcli the 1'oUon Couraci
Tlirnueli n Vlctlm'ii Veins.

Tho African cobra Is known us tho
"spitting snako" on account of its
power to throw Its Venom quite a dis-

tance into tho eyes of Its enemy. It is

a lazy reptile, savo when stirred to
anger, when it cannot bo equaled for
swiftness and accuracy In spitting or
biting Its victim.

Tho spitting Is accomplished by ex-

pelling tho breath sharply through tho
mouth, so that tho soapy venom flies

straight as a pea tlirown from a pipe
Into tho victim's eyes.

Tins cobra attains tho length of six
feet, and is large and powerful. It ii
doubly formidable from tho fact that
it can swim in tho rivers very swiftly,
and has no fear. In swimming the
cobra moves along very rapidly, with
its snout and beady eyes just ubovo tbo
water's Burfaco.

"When I was stationed with my
regiment in Coylon I had experiences
with tho Indian breed of cobra thut
wero very exciting," says Lieutenant
Jephson.
