PRAGUE'S HISTOniO BRIDGE.

The i)eernelln at the Turnout Kurl-bruc- k

Itrcalln Kutrtt CrenU.
To writo nlilntory of tlio Knrlabrucko

would bo to write tlio history of Pmguo
during tlio pant flvo contttrlea Thla,
Indeed, wero well worth tlio doing, for,
though tho Old "World is rich In his-

toric cities, fow nro more Interesting
tlmn this wonderful old town, with its
Btateljr buildings. It qunint old houses
nnd beautiful gardens and its memories
of Illustrious men nnd women of
Hussand Wnllenstein, of Maria Theresa
and her Implocablo cnciny, Frederick
tlio Oreut How many times these and
nf Iipra KPirff Iv less famous havo noAsed

to and fro over tlio Karlabruckol
Praguo was tlio favorito city of that

splendid monarcli, Charles IV, "the
stepfather of tho empire, but tho father
of Hohemla." Ho established her cele-

brated university nnd beautified tho
town In many ways, besides laying tho
foundation of tho Karisbrucko, In 1357,
For 150 years tho work went on, and
when finally complotod, In 1607, It was
Justly regarded as a triumph of tho en-

gineering skill of tho age.
Even today fow bridges aro worthy

of more admiration than tho old Karis-
brucko, with Itagrand old Gothic towrr
and Its sixteen noblo arches spanning
tho beautiful Moldau. As tlino went
on statues and groups of figures were
grouped on tho buttrcssesof tho bridge.
Tho oldest ot theso, n largo stono cruci-
fix, with Images of tho Virgin and St.
John, was built with money wrung
from the Jews. Short servleps wero oc-

casionally held before tho crucifix.
Another curious group, showing the

snfloring souls In purgatory, commem-
orated tho dreadful visitation of tho
plnguo. But tlio most Interesting of
tho statues la that of St. John of Mcpo-muk- ,

tho patron of bridges nnd tho
saint whom all Praguo delights to
honor. St. John, so tho legend tells
us, was tho confessor of tho lovely
Queen of Bohemia nnd refused to re-

veal tlio secrets of tho confessional to
her Jealous husband. Tho cruel Wcnzcl
commanded him to bo tortured, and
afterward ho was thrown from tho
Karisbrucko at night Into tho rushing
Moldau. Whereupon tho body of tho
good priest, Instead of sinking, con
tinued to float until takon from tlio
water, whilo flvo brilliant stars hovered
over it. too stnttio rcpro&enta nn as
cetic figure holding a crucifix nnd
around tho head aro arranged tho flvo
miraculous stars.

Ono lingers longest at tho flno old
tower "nt tho ontranco to tho bridge If
by soino spoil llko that used In tho Ara-
bian titles wo could unseal tho lips of
the sculptured figures who look down
so calmly from their lofty station, what
tragic talcs they could toll of tho many
times tho tldo of battlo has surged
across this brldgo. During the stormy
days of tho Thirty Years' War It was
tlio bcoiio of many conflicts, and for ten
years tho heads of twelve of Bohemia's
Protestant nobles swung In Iron cages
from tho tower. Later tho cltlzons of
Praguo rallied to Its dofenso ngalnit tho
Swedes tuid hold it for three long
months, till tho pcaco of Westphulla
ended tho war. When Frederick tho
Great Invaded Uohomta It was tho scene
of n bloody struggle, und as lately as
tho revolution of 1818 u famous barri-
cade was built there by tho students.

But tho days of tho Karisbrucko are
numbered. Thrco of Us arches wero
carried nwny by a swollon river, and
tho collapse of a fourth renders Its de-

struction Inovltablo. Begun as tho
night of tho Mlddlo Ages was boglnnlng
to roll away, and finished In tlio dawn
lug light of tho Ilofnnnatioii, tho old
bridge falls Just as tho Twelfth contury
opens boforo tho world. Macon Telo-graph- .
