MAKING BEEP EXTRACT.

After the KteHki Hnte Keen i'rC(l
They Are nt Dry iu Stick.

Wo may, for convenience, divtdo the
factory Into tlirfo departments. First,
presslnjn eecond, bottling, nnd tlilru,
Unlshing. To tho llrst of thesa sup-
plies of tho cbolcest parts of the ox nre
brought In tho morning of every work
ing dny straight from tho shambles. It
Is nt otico cut up Into succulent steaks,
welt of which get n alight sprinkling of
tnblo salt, is then Inclosed In n, now
muslin bog nnd an outer canvas bag,
and with dozens raoro Is placed between
tho pcrforntod tnctnlllo plates of an
hydraulic press.

When tho company commenced work
they wero content with a press which
tools n charge of about 100 steaks nt a
time, but they have had to meet a
greater consumption than was antici-
pated, so that lately thoy havo Installed
an exceedingly powerful press, which
would do perfectly for making bales of
cotton, nnd this Is tested to glvo a
pressure of 100 tons.

When tho pile of steaks is put on tho
receiver the wholo Is surrounded with
n Juckot (Iced In tho summer) and the
pressure applied.

Wo need not follow tho process too
mliititely: It is so simple. Tho Juice at
it is collected Is mlied with an Innoc-
uous pre&ervntlvc, setnsidofor n month
to clear nnu thon transferred to tne
bottling department. Hero tho liquor
is lllled into bottles by n siphon ar-

rangement, so that tho liquid comes
into contact with ns littlo air as possi-

ble, nnd tho bottles when filled are
transferred to a eoparnto building,
where they are corked, capsuled, In
be led nnd boxed.
