Brazil," Hteln, "and you
do not know what a horrible and
unhealthy placo It is hero. The
climate is terrible aud thero Is al-

most nothing to eat. Bread Is very
dear, $18 being the price of a barrel
of Hour tho slzo of a keg of herring.
I cannot write you all wo sutler
here. It would tako too long, but I
ask of you, my dear wife, the favor
that you can and must do me, that
Is to go to tho Brazilian consul aud
tell him thut ho forced mo to come
hero and fooled mo. Ho promised
mo BQveu acres of land, u house,
horse, tlireo oxen, tools, etc. It Is
all false. They make us slaves hero.
Tho governor of tho town puts us to
building railroads. They promieod
ua lu New York to glvo a married
man $27 a month and a single man
$16, but they only promUod In order
to got us here. Wo came, und In-

stead of tbo promlsod wages we got
only $12 a month, nnd on thut wo
cannot live. We mo dying and
starving. Every day thero is sonio
victim of tho yellow fover. Wo can-

not gel enough boxes to bury poor
people tljlng every day. Wo will
light against them. Another order
came from tho government on July
8th, but wo received no money, only
Ihlsterilblo fowl. Thero Is nothing
left f r us to do but to dlo or light."
Sieln Is a naturalized American citi-

zen. A cablegram was received at
Iho Brazilian consulate from the
government, with orders to allow
no more emigrants to soil for Brazil.
No reason for such au order was
given.

mew's hospital.

Not only does tho mixture of ether
and gas not maintain Its position of
superiority, as was the ea.o in the year
1879. but in 1889 not even the total ad
ministrations of ether alono. and gas
and ether combined, readied by a long
way the iiuiiiIxt of administrations of
chloroform. It is Just possible that in

nnrt this phaiiire of oninioii may be
duo to tho results published by the Hy
dernhnd comniission. of which a mem
ber of the staff of the hospital was the
shining light.

But investigations show that ether
has been declining in favor for boino
years at St Bartholomew's. In 1888 it
was administered 1,003 times out of
3.783. while, during the same year, gas
and ether combined was only given 349

times. What a contrast with this eleven
years ago, as tho records above quoted
demonstrate! As we see now, chloro
form takes tho lead, then a long way
behind comes ether alone, while gas
and ether combined makes a shockingly
bad third. Medical Press.
