The locomotive crashed
through Lthe gate and was stopped
by ditched ecars. Tun meantim
Wiarden MeClees, with shary kolves
at his throat, was being carried for
ward Lo open the opposite gate. Th
men killed were, Wm, Gleason, sen’
up last year from Sentile, thirtee
years, for robbery; and sttempted
murder, and John Morris, also =ent
up seven years from Sealtle for rob-
bery. They and Lattin the murder-
er were lenders ofjthe crowd,

Before the ooroner's jury last
evenlng WardeniMeClees guve the
following account of the riot.

This afterncon at 1 o'clock an en-
glne cume o with & load of wood
and flour, and coupled on two of the
empty ears. When done I told them
to olear the track. I walted till the
enginejbacked to me, und spoke Lo
the foreman, when I was caught
from belhind by four men, two of
whom I know. They told me to
throw up or I was a dead man, |
gald “HMold on boys; no one is hurt.”
By this time the enginestarted back.
Two men jumped on the engine
from my side; the four of them start-
ed with me townrd the east gates,
which were closed after the euglne
came in. In golng toward the gate,
(ileason did most of the talking, and
sanid I must have the guard throw
his gun down or I was a dead man,
1 sald to keep cool, a8 no one was
pesired or hurt, 1 sald, “Come on,
we will go up there,”’ and marched
along with them toward the gate.
They held knives displayel la front
of me,

I'he two men behind let go of me
when we were hall way to the gate,
but I did not see those men at all,
They murehed up toward the gate,
Glenson continued to thresten me
If the guard did npot throw down
bis gun. When we were within
thirty feet of the fence I ordered
Will Swass, the guard, to keep
eool, us he had hils goo sohe would
shoot all three. When withio
fifteon feet of Guard Berry, Gleason
sald, "Muke him drop that gun, or
down you go.”" His knife still at
my throat. I sald. “Keep cool,"
and he was then shot down by
Phil, Berry, I then tried to escape
with the other man, who escaped
from mwe. He ran twenty or thirty-
five feet, when he was shot. Al
the report he turned once around
sud started to run ugain., Phillp
Herry shot him down. He still
bield & Knife In his hand,

The orders to the gosrds are, In
cusir of trouble to shoot and prevent
an escape at all bagards. 1 thiok
about thirty vwen are Involved In
the demonsiration, There were one
hundred and thiry-five men in
the yard. [ don’t go wround o toe
yard, sas 1 do wvot think It safe.
Cilenson sald, “Make him throw his
