CAPTUKEI) SANTIAQO,

New Youk, Aug. 31. The Her-

ald's cable advices from Valparaiso,
fated August 30, says the Chanaral
regiment of the congressional army
took formal possession of Santiago.

The capltnl city was In tho bands
if a bloodthirsty mob last night,
ind while It was unable to satisfy
its murderoiM lustlcts, It destroyed u

vaet amount of property. As soon
is the news reached Santiago yester-
day of the overwhelming defeat of
the government troops on the
Heights of Pacilln, and the fall of
Valparlaso, and people knew that
Ualmacediu's power bad gone, ttie
enmity to his government broke
forth. Tho cry was raleed that the
president should bo killed, and the
mob started for his house. It grew
in numbers and fury ns it went
through tho streets, and by the
time it reached the executive man
don It was rlpo for bloody deed.
Short shrift would have been al-

lowed the president had he been
caught, but tho blood-thirst- y fury
of the mob was bulked. Their de-

sire fur revenge found vent In the
application of the torch.

8o Balmaccda's houso was a
maHS of flames. Before It had been
destroyed the mob inarched oft' to
the houso of Senor Gray,

of the interior an ardent
Bulmacedlst, and set fire to Ids
house.

The city was panic stricken, busi-

ness, was suspouded and people,
outside of the mob, kept slose to
their houses. The police, tho fire
department and the army was de-

moralized and made no attempt to
maintain order. Bulmaceda, whou
ho heard of the fall of Valparaiso
summoned Generul Baqiicuadoua,
commander of the government
troops Snutigo, to meet him. A
council of war was held at Valpar-iiIho- ,

at which, Presldont Bulmaceda
and leadline BalmacedlBts were prca
cut. Tho situation was thoroughly
canvassed, and it was decided to sur-

render tho capital.

CAUSE OFTHE HEVOLUTION.

New Youk, Aug. 31. William
M. Iyins, counsul for the Chilian
legation, Saturday made a lengthy
statement of the causo leading up to
the Chilian revolution. He said:

Balmaceda was elected live years
ago by tho liberal party. He has
hud eight or nine distinct cabine'8
in his endeavor to please the party
and Insure harmouy among its fac-

tions. It was impossible however,
.to satisfy the different wings. There
were a number of mou In the party
determined to rule or ruin. Bulma
ceda is an even-tempere- d, broad- -

minded man of greut forbearuuee,
and ho acquiesced to tho demands
of the liberal leaders as loug as
possible. When it became evident
that to further submit to congres-
sional despotism would be virtually
to abdicate his ofllce, serious trouble
began. Congress refused to puss
appropriation bills und charged that
the president had a candidate to
succeed him, whom be was trying
to force upon the country. To settle
this difficulty Bulmucidu appointed
the gentleman iu question to a cabi-

net ofllce, thus rcriiovlng him from
tlio list of candidates Then, not-

withstanding that congress bus no
power of impeuchmeut, the majority
passed a resolution declaring the
president's ofllce vacant because of
his failure to submit to congressional
dictation. Then In January came
an open rebellion. The opposition
majority In congress declared Itself
the government, went on board
men-of-wa- r wlfli mutinous navul
ofllcers and secured tho coast for a
placo to lutid. It becamo impera
tively nnceasary to maintain order
at uny prloo, The majority In con-

gress having disputed (ho govern-
ment the president was left with-
out one of tho constitutional branch-
es of tho government, Iiecause
theso members of congress hod
themselves violated thoponstitutinn,
debauched tho navy and abandoned
their posts, it did not follow that the
presldont should abandon his. The
obligation on him wus greater, to
remain and proteot Internal order
and the external safety of the state,
and hence tlio trouble.
