I'rlvato Coinage ut Meno.
The history of the Issue of coins In

f!iia country by private Individuals and
companies would mnko a very Interest-
ing book. When gold was struck in
North Carolina n man named Tiechtler
stnrtcd a mint of hl own there, which
was abolWied by law tn 1849. Half
eagle, quarter eagles nnd ono dollar
piece lined by him were largely cir-

culated in tho south and west. Al
though of honest gold they were about
2 2 er cept. under valuo on nn aver
nge.

About tho same tiino Tcmpleton
Roid coined gold in Georgia. Ho moved
to California in 1849 and minted eagles
and twenty live dollar pieces on a con-

siderable scale. Many companies and
refineries in Culifonda nnd elsewhere
made n bulnesM of striking gold coins
during the some period. Naturally
there was a great temptation to make
these coins under weight and of infe-

rior fineness. The Mormons in Utah is
sued eagles, half eagles and doublo
eagles, which boro on the obverse no
eye. with the legend, "Holiness to the
Urd."

Quantities of twenty-flv- o cent and
fifty cent gold pieces were likewise man-
ufactured at San Francisco, tho fonner
containing only nbout six cents' worth
of the metal the latter twelve cents'
worth Years ngo a lot of these were
taken over to Germany and circulated
there, which elicited a formal diplo
iimtic protest from thnt government.
The private minting business was final-

ly put a stop to. Washington Letter.

Tuo Articles Western Soldiers Need.
Soldiers In actual service on tho fron-

tiers uso two articles which tho govern-
ment does not provide. The ono is
wlmt the soldiers call a "blicker," a
heavy, oiied cloth overcoat to protect
tho Jody against rain. The govern-
ment Nsues a rubber blanket which is
Inadequate, and most of tho troops
wrap it around their wearing apparel
ami tm i chose tho "slicker" at their own
expense. Tho other necessity is a pair
of goggles for every man on duty on
tho plains and in tho mountains,
whether in summer or winter. When-
ever a detachment is sent out during
tho winter months, when tho ground
Is covered with snow, tome of tho men
aro certain to bo nfilicted with snow
blindness, and, as long as they aro in
that condition, are useless for sorvice.
Goggles or smoked glasses, such ns the
British government issues to its troops
when serving in tropical countries,
would effectually prevent snow blind-
ness and would obviate much suffering
from tho alkali dust which, in large
districts of the west, is almost as bad
on tho eyes as tho glaro of tho snow.
