lie knew it? Such powders in t
Louly undermine the health, but
ummotiia gives to the complexion a
sallow or blotched appearance. The
presence of ammonia or alum in n
baking powder, however, can easily
tie detected.

To Detect Ammonia. Mix oue
lieaping teaspoouful of baking pow-

der with one teaspoouful of water
In a tin euo; boil thoroughly for n

few moments, stir to prevent burn-
ing, and if ammonia Is present you
can smell it in thorisingsteam. Or,
pluce a cuu of (lie suspected powdei
top down on u hot stove for a
uiiuuto or two, then take ofi the
cover aud smell.

To Detect Alum. Alum pow
der can be tested by putting ac lUplo
of teaspooufuls of the powder in a
Kluss of cold water. If no efferves-
cence, that is bubbling or simmer-
ing, takes place, condemn the pow
der and return it at once.

Some alum powders, however,
like the "Calumet," "Bon Bon,"
"Chicago Yeast," etc., contain
phosphutes In combination with
alum, and with these brands tin
following test is simple aud sure:

Take oue half teaspoonful of

baking powder ln lid of say half
poiiudcan; char thoroughly overn
strong alcohol flame, a good gas jet,
or red hot coals. After charing (that
is, burning until the whole mass Is

black) add a teaspoonful of water
and placo a bright piece of silver
coin in the solution. Stir for one
minute, (hen take out the silver.
If the powder prove a cream of tar-
tar powder the coin will be blight;
if an uliim powder it will have sul
phur stains.

Now pour u little vinegar Into tin
lid and smell the fumes. Alum pow
ders give ofi sulphuretted hydiogen,
which muy be delected by Its foul
odor.

DYING GUANACOS.

ItmMnrt Mnkci Thrm Seek i Common
Reittlng IMacci for Their llunra.

It Is well known that nt tho southern
extremity of Patngonla the guanucos
havo a dying place a spot to which all
the Individuals Inhabiting tho sur-
rounding plains repair nt the approach
of death to deposit their bones.

Darwin nnd Fitzroy first recorded
this strange Instinct in their personal
narratives, nnd their observations lmvo
since been fully continued by others.

The best known of- - tho dying or
burial places is on the banks' of the
Santa Croz and Gallegos rivers, where
the river valleys are covered with denso
primeval thickets of bushes and trees
of stunted growth. There tho ground
is covered with bones of countless dead
generations.

"Tho animals," says Dnrwln, "in
inot cases must have crawled, beforo
dying, beneath and among the hushes."

A strange instinct in a creaturo so
pre eminently social in Its habits, a
dweller all his life long on the open,
barren plateaus and mountain sides.

What a subject for a painter I Tho
gray wildernc-- s of dwarf thorn trees,
aged and grotesque and scanty leaved,
nourished for a thousand years on tho
bones that whiten the stony ground at
their roots, the Interior lit faintly with
the rays of the departing sun. chill and
gray and silent and motionless tho
huanacos Golgotha.

In the long centuries stretching back
into the dim immeasurable past, so
many of this race havo journeyed
hither from tho mountains and tho
plain to sutler the sharp pang of death,
that, to the imagination, something of
it all seems to have passed into that
hushed uud mournful nature. And
now, onco more, tho latest pilgrim has
conic, all his little strength spent in his
struggles to penetrato tho close thicket,
looking old and gaunt and ghostly in
the twilight, with long, ragged hair,
staring Into tho gloom out of death
dimmed sunken eyes.

To his account of the animal's dying
place and instinct Darwin adds:

"I do not nt all understand the rea-o-n

of this, but 1 may observe that the
wounded guanacos at tho Santa Cruz
invariably walked toward tho river."

Just as tho flro began to
grow heavy 1 heard a piercing yell and
saw my negro boy flying nlong between
tho Hues.

"Uvcry stop would hnvo measured
fifteen feet, nnd every tlmo his foot
struck tho ground ho would yell 'O
Lord T loud enough to bo heard in both
camps. With him he had my blankets
and rations, nnd at overy jump lie
would leave a portion of ono or tho
othor In his wake. As far as I could
seo him ho was going Hko a frightened
deer, and long after ho wns out of
sight I could hear him yell. Ho had
been sleeping exactly midway between
tho lines when the battlo opened, and
it is not surprising that ho was scared.
Two weeks elapsed beforo ho returned
to camp, but ho never could bo induced
to talk of his Pea Ridgo experience."
