He
was talking to Bishop Hurst, aud
tho remark was made so loudly that
every one in the lecture room could
hear it. Bev. Ellery Jones, an emi-

nent and eloquent Welsh preacher,
said to a Star reporter: "My visit
to America has realized the consum-

mation of ray highest ideals in the
presence of the magnificent speech
of your president. I should say
that every rational Englishman will
return to England feeling that a re-

public is tho only true form of gov-

Never havo I heard a
man so expressing tho heart of
Christianity, nnd if his position was
simply the result of accident of
blrtii I would never havo expected
such deliverances. The welcome ho
gave Methodismnt thoWbitoIIouse
would havo been impossible at
Windsor. If you rolled up ull the
kings and queens wo havo ever had
since the days of the Conqueror
down to tho Prluco of Wales you
wouldn't make so flue a man as
Prcsidout Harrison. Nor could you
get out of thp composlto such an
ablo and courageous speech as that
we heard this morning.

A train of stork had been taken
to the stock yards, uud the engine
was returning with a s'ring of
empty cars. A stop was made for
Ihe Belt Lino crossing, and young
Harrington was descending au end
ladder preparing to pull a coupling
pin. Tho engine started ahead and
he was thrown between tho cars.
He struck with his back on the
rail, and one pair of trucks passed
over his chest, crushing it. His
neck was broken by the fall.

Last Monday night his sister-in- -

law, Mrs. Harrington, dreamed that
she saw "Jimmie," as she called
him, cut In two by the cars precisely
as happened. She told him of her
dream, begging him not to go to
work. His brother asked him, after
u narrow escape two weeks ago, to
quit the railroad, and told him that
he too would quit, but he could not
be induced to do so.

Mr. Koiliatzato tho
soup first, aud being taken violently
ill, ut once prevented the rest from
partaking of it. Theio was so much
of tho poison that it acted as an
emetic, and Kodartz soon recovered.
That afternoon Aunlo disappeared,
and when tho officers cume to inves-
tigate tho poisoning she could not
bo found. They came to the con-

clusion that buo had placed the poi-

son in the soup and then fled. All ef
forts to 11 nd her proved unavailing.
Last night Farmer Kodatz, in lnvts
ting the cause of a terrible stench
In thu barn, found the unfortunate
girl's body under tho stablo floor,
covered with mauure. Tho boy
Kohls was at ouco apprehended and
soon confessed. After the failure of
tho polsonlug scheme he went to
repair a holo in the barn floor.
Atililo went with him,, aud, while
sho was holding a board for him to
saw, he crushed her head with a
hammer and placed tho body In tho
hole. Ho then covered It with
uiatiuro uud nulled down the lloor.
Ho does not realize tho enormity of
his crime.
