Tho resolu-
tion further resolves In view of the
present condition of tho treasury,
and because efficient and honest
government can only bo ussured by
the frugal expenditure of publ'e
money, while unnecessary and
lavish expenditures lead Inevitably
to venal and conupt methods, that
no moio ought to he appropriated
by congress except such as aro mani-
festly necessary to carry on the sev-

eral departments, frugally, efficient,
and honestly administered.

Holman demanded the previous
question on tho adoption of the
resolution.

Muyers of Louisiana, moved Its
reference to the committee on ways
and means; the motion was lost.

Henderson of Iowa, and numer.

Did you ever see a broken heart, or
liavo you any idea what one is like?
Tn? Well. I have, and tho effect of
the sentimental tragedy was apparent
too. When a person dies of grief and
very, very few do so tho brain rather
than the organ of sentiment sutlers
mo-d-

, and an examination of the heart
reveals no distinct traces of the ail
ment. I did not bcliovo that there was
Btich a thing as a person dying of a
brokon heart until three years ago,

when I actually saw a caso in a Madrid
hospital. Tho patient was a young
Portuguese whoso wife had been blain

by a former suitor. The husband was
a robust man, but after his wife had
been killed he sickened, although ap
parently there was nothing the matter
witli him.

Medicine did him no good, and ho
fluallv died. I performed an autopsy
and made a searching investigation of
his heart. Directly across it from tho
main feeder was a line, or what ap-

peared to bo a line, which, when 1 had
dissected tho organ, was seen extending
clear through it. I searched through-
out the body for tho origin of such an
abrasion, but could find none. It was
there, to bo sure, but how it camo was
not revealed, although for fivo days I
studied tho matter. Tho immediate
cause of death was consumption. The
brniir was in normal condition, but the
lungs badly diseased.
