Tho Drayton Agreement.
New York, April 1. The

morning prints a state
ment by Hurry Vane Milbauk, tbo
friend of H. A. Borrowe, which
seeks to justify tbe position taken
by Borrowe, In connection with the
Drayton-Borrow- e scandal. Mr.
Milbauk, nmong other things, says
that tbe agreement entered Into be
tween Mr. Drayton and big wife,
dated October 28, 18S1, contained
the following clause:

The wlfo has au income of $35,000
per annum under nil circumstances.
Sho retains one-ha- lf and she agrees
that the other half bo deposited
with trustees, $5000 of which shall
be paid to tho husband and $12,000
to herself for the maintenance of
tbe children. Out of the money
sho receives tho wife Is to keep up
tbe establishment for tho husband
aud family. The husband's $5000 is
for bis personal expenses, such as
clotblug, amusements, traveling,
medical attendance, etc. Tbo Wlfo

agrees, should sho bold nuy verbal
or written communication with Mr.
H. A. Boirowe, that tbe $12,000 for
tho children shall bo paid to tho
husband, and he shall have coutrol
of tbe same aud of tho children.
Tho husband, on his part agrees
that for tbo $5000 bo will go to
Europe with bis wife, and mako bis
dwelling with her there.

Floods in Dakota and Montana.
St. Paul, Minn., April 1. Re

ports from Nortli Dakota and East
ern Montana Indicate tho greatest
spring floods in ten years. The
James river is rising very rapidly.
At Jamestown tbo water is seven
feet deep in Russell Miller's mill,
and still rising. Besidents all along
tho river are preparing to move to
higher ground, To the south of
Gruflon, N. D., is a lako reaching
for miles into tbo country. The
river is higher there thuu in 1888.
Northern Pacific trains arc held a
few miles below there on account of
high water. In Montaua there are
washouts iu every direction, tho
Great Noithern being the chief
sulfercr. Tho main break occurred
on tho Montana division, between
Willintou und Bpringbruok, caused
by an overflow of the Missouri tribu
taries which at this time of year arc
fed by meltlngsnow from tho Rocky
mountains. Tho flood curried away
bridges and twelve miles of track
aud n trestle, blocking everything.
It will take thirty-si- x hours to re-

pair the road.

To Stop Prize Fighting.
Richmond, Va., April 1. Un-

der tho laws of this stato prize fight-
ing is made a folony and punishable
as such. For somo time past tho
sports of the country have been in
the habit of pointing to Norfolk
county aB aflording a Held In which
pugilists could indulge In contests
without fear of inviting tbe law.
At the session of tho leglslaturo in
1688 an act was passed incoporatlug
a park in Norfolk county, giving
tbo incorporators numerous priv-
ileges. Among others It is claimed
that it allows prize fighting. It is
reported a mill occurred In Norfolk
county very recently, and Governor
MiKlnuey is determined that tho
law of the stato shall not bo openly
violated by these men, aud In a let-

ter to Judge Portlock, of Norfolk
county, be writes:

"I see from tbo papers that thuro
recently wns a prize light In your
county, which, under tbo statutes,
Is a felony. I havo waited to see
what notion would bo takon lu tbo
caso by your Juries'. Please lot me
know If the parties bavo been In
dicted; nnd if not, why. Were tbo
parties arrested by warrant? If
not, why. If there Is any defect In
tho law, please let mo kuow so that
it may be remedied.

Hanged in Efflgy.
New Yohk, April 1. Tho efllgy

of a man hanging from tbo tall
tenement ut 222 East Ono Hun
derdth street lust night mado people
believe tliut Michael Reardon had
been lynched. On February 17 John
Reardon was found murdered at tbo
foot of the long stairs of tho tene-
ment, and bis brother Michael, who
shared his room, was suspected of
tho crimp. Tho coroners' Jury,
however, exonerated him. Michael
went back to bis homo and found
that the jury's declslou had little
weight with bis neighbors, who
guvo him moru slights than con
gratulations. Most of tenants re-

fused to have anything to do with
him, and some one hanged him
In efllgy from the chimney of his
own bouse. Word was pawed
around that u man hanged himself
nna a crowu gamoreu rapidly, loilly
600 persons bud assembled when the
Hleo learned what was going on.
The body wus taken down and
found to bo an efllgy of Michael.
