Sheep and Grain Men Suffering

From the Weather.
IlKi-i'NK- Or., April 29. Never

In the history of Eastern Oregon
has there been known such a season

is tho present one. Hardly a day
uas passed since tho 1st of March
thut there has not been rain or snow

md the temperature has ranged
lower than usual. Fall sown wheat,
though looking fairly well, Is neces-

sarily set back by the unusually
sovere weather. Sheep men have
suffered greatly, tho cold snap com-

mencing Just at tho time lambing
began and the percentage of Increase
will doubtless be far lower tbau for
many yeare past. Iu addition to the
loss In lambs, scab seems to have
broken out among the flocks to an
unusual extent. Shearing has fairly

commenced throuthout this regiont
but progresses slowly owing to the
lind weather. The town Is full of
sheepshearers, aud some branches
of business nro accordingly lively.
Among tho shearers Is one Morelnnd,
of Ca'lf irula, whom, it is claimed,

holds the title of being tho fastest
shearor in tho world. Ho has a rec-

ord of 270 sheep in ten hours.

"The Indian agent at Crow Creek
agency Is making a cash payment of
about f3 ir capita. Mj self, seven
other chiefs and a majority of the
Indians have hesitated to receive
this money, and If we refute to a --

tepl it we are threatened by the
agent that we will be deprived ofj

for Ibis season's planting. I
can get no satisfaction from tho
ugent as to where the money, now
being distributed, comes from, nor
do I know whut rights we may be

ndenng when we receipt for
the mopey, so 1 write to you for in-

formation and ask you for an imme-

diate reply to me iu person, and not
through the agent.

"When theisloux Indians signed

the ricent treaty by which they
ceded a large part of their reserva
tion to the government, there was
nu unwritten contiact, but In honor
just as binding, to the effect that
the Indians of Crow Creek agency
were to receive about $187,000 in
consideration of the fact that their
diminished reservations left them
less laud per capita than Indians of
other Slonx reservations. What
has become of that money ? And
bus the appropriation been made by
congress ?

"Again, we Sioux, when the treaty
referred to above was signed, were
promised. In addition to cattle,
horses, etc., 150 per capita to assist
us in building houses. That prom-

ise, too, seems to have been forgot-

ten, and many of my people are
living in decayed log houses and
tepees, exposed to the Inclemency
of the weather. This is bringing
on distasts and sickness.

"Why will the government be so
unjust? Why will it not give
what la duo and promised us, in
stead of doling out small payments
llkn that now beinir made? Does
the uovemment wish more blood
shed, aud will it refuse us Justice
unless demanded at the muzzle of a
gun ? Is not the bloodshed at
Wounded Knee a sufficient remind-
er of the'w rongs practiced upon ns,
aud tho desperate attitude Into
which we have been driven?

"I beg you, Mr. Commissioner, to
lay tb(hO facts before the nation's
legislator and demand justice for
us at their hands,"

CORDAGE COMPETITION.

John Good Proposes to Fight the

Trust For a Time.
Nkw York, April 29. The Na-

tional cordage company, popularly
known as the Coidate trust, has
been paying John Good, the mil-

lionaire Inventor and twine manu-

facturer, $200,000 to k( ep his mills
Bhut down, aud It has held an option
for $7,000,000 on his plant, which in
cluded a new twin machine that is
expected to revolutionize the trade.
The trust announced oflklnlly some
time ago that his option had been
taken up, hut It has leaked out that
Mr. Good had notilled the tiust that
he did not consider his contract as
binding and that he would again
open his mills and luep thrm open.

"As to the reaeou for terminating
the contract,"Bald Mr. Good,"a very
large number of my customers are
anxious for mo to resume operations,
and as I am in a position to make a
prollt at prices which would not piy
tho cost of production to the Na-

tional cordage people, I can make as
much money as they are paying me,
If not more.

In a very short lime I can perfec'
arrangements to turn out eunugh
rope and twine to supply half the
deraaud of the Uulted States!. Iu
this conuectlou I may say 1 am
going to fight Jt out on that line for
many nummere."

Ono of tho stockholders lu the
Cordago trust said Mr. Good's move
was for tho purpose of compelling
tho purchoso of his works.

Liveruash claims to have been tn a
Eomuambullelic condition when he
made his attempt to kill Etherldge,
and that be knows nothing about
the afl'alr. The morning of the
assault he went to El heildge's house
and ordered him to make a will In
his favor, leaving him all his prop-- i
erty. Etheridge demurred, and
then Llvernash fired four sluts at
him. two of which took ilhct, but
only slight wounds were Inflicted.
Llvernash was arrested, and told
such wild stories about having put
forty bullets Into Judge Joachimsen,
of San Francisco, who, he said, had
assumed the person of Etherldget
that he was examined for iusaully
and committed to Napa as luui. A
few weeks ago he was discharged
from that Institution and ed

cured. He was then
brought back here to auswer to the
criminal charge preferred agrinst
bim. At the preliminary cxaoiina
tion at Cloverdale Doctors Gardner
anil RobcrUon, of Napa, testified
that Llvernash was subject to a som-

nambulistic influence that made
him capable of leading a dual life,
nnd thut when in his somnambu-
listic state he was not accountable
for what he did.

GOING- - TO KILL A GIRL

But Her Brother Was Too Quick
and Shot Him.

Stockton, Cal., April 29. Walter
Do Clark, a railroad man from
Portland, Oregon, went to Tracy to
kill Miss Tillie ljudwig, daughter of
a hotel proprietor there, but instead
was himself shot and dangerously
wounded by the girl's brother,
Henry Ludwig.

He
went from Sacramento to Tracy,
aud on the train attempted to shoot
the baggage man, against whom he
hud a grudge. Arriving at Tracy,
De Clark went to the hotel where

w ho had bpen called, and De Clark
making an attempt to draw his
piilol Ludwig fired live shots at
him, one taking eiled in the side.
A note addressed to Ludwig was
loiuid in De Clark's pocket. It
slates that Miss Ludwig's action iu
hieaking oil the engagement with
him had mado him desperate, and
he had resolved to kill the gill.
The wounded man said he was
alone to blame, and did not want
Ludwig prosecuted.
