|Judge Boise Reversed in the Saw-
| dust Law Case,

Barnes, April 28, 1892

In the matter of G. W. Vedder,
appellant, ve. Mnarion county, re
epondent; petition for rehearing
denied,

Geo. W. Wimer and W, J. Wiwer,
respondents, ve. Apna F. Bmith,
Elias F, Smith and W. I. Wadleigh,
appellants, appeal from Josephine
county; argued and submitted, H.
K. Hapoa and P, P, Prim attorneys

The supreme court has remanded
the decision of Judge Boise In the
case of Siate of Oregon va, John A.
Shaw appealed from Murion county.

The cuse is of great importance to

all pereons who are iuterested in
elther sawmills or the protection of
food fishes, The defendnant was in-
dicted for discharging sawdust, and
lumber waste into the Bantinm river
in violntion of section B8 of an aot
entitled “An act to protect salmon
aud other food fishes in the state of
Oregon and upon sll waters which
this state hus coneurrent jurisdie-
tion,” To the indictment a de-
murrer was sustained by the court
below for the renson that it did not
state facts suffivient to coustitute a
crime, The Indictment was dis
missed, and from that judgment the
state appenled nund the supreme
court hus now remanded the case
withk directions to overrule the de-
murrer.

THE DECISION,

The supreme court holds that the
objeet of the constitutionsl provision
wus Lo prevent the practice In leg-
islutive bodies of embrucing in Lthe
bill matiers having no relation to
ench other, whelly incongruous and
of which the title gives no notice,
thus securing the adoplion of
miasures by frand apd without
atiracting attention. 'The decision
silys It was not designed to require
the body of the bill to be a mere
repetition of the title. If the title
covers tne object of the act, the de-
gree of particularity with whieh it
shall be expressed or set out is for
the leégislature to determine. The
peneral object and purpose of the
act Is 1o protect salmon aud other
food fisbes, and whatever means
muy tend directly or indirectly to
secomplish this object may be prop-
erly ipcluded in the act, The
legislature sassumes that sawdust,
ghaving and lumber waste are sub-
stauces cultulated to destroy or in-
Jjure fish when east into the stream,
and this seems to have been the
oplnion of the legislature mauy years,
fur there bas been since 1878 & law
under the statute books making it a
erime to do so in certain locallties,
The supreme court holds that the
jndietment is in the language of the
statute and clearly apprises the de-
fendant of the offense charged
against bim. The court thinks It is
suMiclent and therefore reversea the
judgement of the court below,

T'he supreme court is expected to
bhand dowu some fmportant de-
cislons Baturdsy mornivg, Thelr
decision in the attorney-generalship
