A RAILWAY TRYOYOLIST.

Captured By the Salem Police
With Suspicious Property.

A man claiming to have come 150

miles on a railway tricycle, has been
captured by the Salem police.

His name is given as Frank Car-

man and his conduct is such that he
has excited tho suspicious of the au-

thorities. As no one but railway
employes are allowed to use the
tracks for purposes of locomotion;
the man seems to have travelled at
night to avoid attention of track
men.

After trving to pawn a flue gold
watch and chain at Fontaine's
saloon, he tried to leave on the Rose-bur- g

express for Portland and was
arrested. Search of his effects re-

vealed a long, black musk, such as
is used by train robbers and bigh-wuyineu- ";

a pair of blue spectacles; a
bunch of various sized keys which
would unlock almost any lock; a
glass-cutt- er and a 38 folding-hamme- r

revolver completed his outfit of tools.
He carried a $25 bank note, issued
April 17, 1892, by the National Park
bank, of New York, signed by the
cashier, C. E. Stires. On the note
is a statement that it is the legal
curreucy of tho New York Asso
ciated Press. He also carried the
watch which he tried to sell here, a
fine Waltham watch with a neatly
engraved at cold case. The
number of the case is 231,116, and
that of the works is 3,220,570. Tho
watch chain is a gold loose-cur- b and
attached .to it is a small square
locket, containing a lock of brown
hair. On one side is a diminutive
diamond.

HAS A HEARING.
When arraigned before Recorder

Goodell this morning, for carrviug
concealed weapons, he plead not
guilty. Mr. Carman says he has
lived at and near Lebanon, since last
August, working on u ranch for A.
Dod-,- o. He asked a continuance and
wrote to W. F. Stowe, a Lebanon
attorney, to come aud defend him.

Carman is a neatly dressed .fellow
and a skillful penman. He has cor-

respondence in his possession with
friends in Wyoming territory and
elspwhere. He docs not attempt to
explain the articles in his possession.

IN THE SUPREME COURT.

Decision That the Ofllce of Attor
ney General Must Be Pilled

by Election.

Salesi, April 30, 1892.
The supreme court this morning

handed down tho following
opinions:

J. M. Sears, app., vs. S. B. Martin
et al., resp., appeul from Polk
county; judgment of the court be-

low reversed aud the cause re-

manded with directions to suatuln
demurrer. Opinion by Bean, J.

State of Oregon, ex rel. W. E
Baker, resp., vs. M. P. Payne, coun-
ty clerk, app.; appeal from Linn
county. The court held In this case
that the present incumbent ed

by the governor holds his
ofllce uutil the next general election
which is to be held in June, 1892,
when his successor, whoever that
may be, shall be elected, aud when
his successor's election shall be
officially known and declared aud
he shall qualify as prescribed by
section G, laws of 1891, p. 188, the
title of the ofllce of attorney general
will be transferred to him and he
will be the attorney general of the
state of Oregon for the balance of
such term or uutil a new term be-

gins. Judgment of the lower court
affirmed. Opinion by Lord, J.
Strahau, C. J., dissenting.

Temperance House, resp., vs.
Hanford Fowle, app.; appeal from
Polk county. Judgment of the
lower court modified. Opinion by
Strahan C. J.

Ira Templeton, app., vs. Linn
county, resp; judgment of tho lower
court afllrmed. Opinion by Strahan,
C. J. Bean, J., concurring, Lord,
J dissenting.

Petitions in tho cases of Murphy
vs. City of Albiua, and Meir et al
vs. Kelley et al., overruled.

The court stands adjourned until
May 17th.
