The Butiera will hardly
submit to so small a force, and the
ruarshal will probably be compelled
to organize a poe or summon
troops to enforce the orders of the
court. The situation is critical.

A BRUTAL MURDER.

The Murderer Offered to Sell the
Body to Medical Students.

rible muider was brought to light
yesterday when the body of Lydia
Ann Wyatt, colored, was fouud
lying at home, in this city with lur
head crushed In, aud signs of a ter-

rible struggie in the room. Jams
R. Moultou, colored, with whom
she has been living, was arrested
The police received information this
afternoon that leaves scarcely u

doubt that Moulton was the mur-

derer, the motive being to gain
possession of u small sum of money
she recently received from tho sale
of some property. Last week he
wrote to a medical studetit In Phila-
delphia, with whom he was

ofleriug to sell him, for
dissecting purposes, the body of a
uecro woman 73 vears old. The
student turned the letter over to the
authorities at Philadelphia, who sent
it here. Last week two ofllcers, rep-

resenting themselves as medical
students, called upon Moulton and
he made the same proposition to
them, since which time the author-
ities seem to haye done nothing.
The woman had determined to enter
the home for aged colored people,
and it is supposed that Moulton
feared she would leave his house
before he got her money. He hud
4325 in his pocket when arrested.

Chinese were m-ubk- over the
new law, not to much because it in-

terfered with in migration, which
was In Enulish sud not Cblntse in
terests, but because the manner of

pottage showed contempt for the
Chintse. It was curious to see how

much feeling ws with the Chinese
upon what might be wiled a ques-

tion of form rather than of fact. It
had grown upon the Chinese

mind that the attitude of the Amer- -

l.n wm tbr.t Of SUtll'fltbV. "YOU

can perceive ihcuiitfortuneof this,"
sold Mr. Ycuug. "wl.cn jou under-

stand that the Chinese are the
proudest auc uirst sensitive people

in the world." In answer to a
questiou as to v.hetber the Chinese
would suspend diplomatic relations,
Mr. Young said this depended upon

the prime minister. lie was a

dominant, haughty statesman, and
had showed a degree of arrogance
in refusing to receive Blair which
might prepare us for any policy,

however extreme. Mr. Young
added:

"The Chinese mltiMer in Wash

iugton is a cou.-ervsti- ve and an
amiable statesman, who understands
the ailairs Iu the United States, and
..aiwoiallv the tmbarrassmeuls or

the president iu a nominating jear,
and he knows likewise that Mr. Har
rison represents the kiudliest of

Americin sentiment toward China."
Mr. Young did not believe China

would do anything to annoy the
president. Moreover.the minister relt

that ttreat consideration was due to

those Americans who had been stren-

uous friends of China. It would be

au abandonment of them, in a moral
sense, to eliminate Chinese influence
from American aflairs. Therefore,
uuless the Peking authorities were

nut of temper, and beyond reason-

ing with from Washington, the an.
swer of China would be: "Silence
and patience." China has, Mr.
Young claims, always shown these
virtues.
