joining that already spoken of It rep-
resents nn Egyptian scene of a goddebs
holding a snake which is drinking out
of it cup, whilo another figure-i- s present-
ing a bird,

Nothing could surpass tho beauty of
the colors or tho grace of tho design,
and tho wholo is as fresh mid vivid as if
it had been just oxecuted. Unfortu-
nately thoro seems to be nothing but the
flooring of tho villa left. Tlio govern-
ment has como to nn arrangement with
Signor Piacentiui, on whoso property
this interesting discovery lias been
mado, to buy the mosaics and havo them
carofully brought to a museum in Rome.
They date from tho timo of Augustus.
