I feel so bad about it I cannot rest, Do
let me off.,” You reply with a little im-
putience: 1 did let you off. Don't
bother yourself and bother me with any
more of that discussion."

The following day 1 come in and say:
“My dear sir, about that debt. 1 can
never get over the fact that I owed you
that money, It s something that weigha
on my mind ke & millstone, Do for-
give me that debt.” This time you clear
lose your patience and say: “You are a
nuisance. What do you mean by this
reiteration of that affuir? 1 am almost
sorry 1 forgave you that debt, Do yom
doubt my veracity, or do you not under-
siand the plain language in which Itold
you that debt was canceled?”

Well, my friends, there are many
Christians guilty of worss folly than
that. While it is right that they repent
of new sins and of recent sing, what is
the use of bothering yourself and insult-
ing God by nsking him to forgive sins
thnt long ago were forgiven? God has
forgotten them, Why do you not for-
gat them? No, yon drag the load on
with you and 865 thnes a year, if yon
pray evary day, you ask God to recall
occurenves which lie has not only for-
given but forgotten. Quit this folly, I
do not ask you less to realize the torpi-
tude of sin, but I ask yon to a higher
fuith in the promise of God pnd the full
deliverance of his mercy. He does not
givo n receipt for purt payment, or so
much received on account, but veceipt
in full, God having for Christ's sake de-
croed, “your sins and your inlguities
will I remewber no more,”

As for as possible, let the disagroe-
nbles of life drop. We have enough
things in the present and there will be
enongh in the future to disturb us with-
out running & special tradn into the groat
gone-by to feteh us ns specinl freight
things left behind, Bome ten years ago,
when there was 4 great railroad strike,
I remember seelog all along the route
from Omaha to Chicago and from Chi-
cngo to New York huodreds and thou-
sands of freight cars switehed on the
side tracks, those cars londed with all
kinds of perishable material, decaying
and wasting,

After the strike was over did the rail-
road compauies bring all that perished
material down to the wmarkets? No,
they threw it off where it was destroyod,
and loaded up with something else, Lot
the long train of your thoughts throw
off the worse than useless freight of a
corrupt and destroyed past, and load up
with gratitode and faith and holy de-
termination. We do not please God by
the cultivation of the miserable, He
wonld rathor see ua happy than to seo
ua depressed.  You would rather seo
your children lungh than to see them
ery, and your heavenly Father has no
fonduesa for hysterios
