A FAOTORY FOR SALEM.

An Opportunity for the Capital
Oity to Secure a Plow
Faotory.

For some days Lhere have been
murmurings in the air about the
possibility of Balem securing a stove
and plow factory. On investigation
Tur Jourxat finds that & well ma-
tured plan has besen formulated and
i baoked by good men. Oue of the
pai ties ot the Lesd of this movement
ina Balem mwau of good bnsiness and
mechanical reputation, Mr. John
Putterson. He conducted succeas-
fully about fifteen years ago s small
stove factory in Salem, being the
head of the firm of Patterson &
Devol, whose business burned out,
He has worked in the business nearly
35 years and is confident that a
good and paying establishment
could be worked up bers on on ex-
tended scale,

Mr. Patterson was seen yeslerday
by a reporter and below Is given an
outline of his project: He says a
foundry and shop could be started
in this place for the manufacture of
chilled plows and plow poluts, also
stoves, hollow ware, aod all kinds of
castings. 1 am corresponding with
a man in the East whois s thorough
man inthe chillled plow business,
and the balance of our compauy are
skillled workman in the different
branches of the bussiness” In
order to start such a business these
men want the ecitizens of Salem to
guarantee them §5000, and two good
building lots, in wddition to which
they agree to expend §10,000,

Mr. Patterson furtber sayvs: “You
can bardly estimale the amonnt of
money expended by the people of
Oregon for the plows that till our
soil. The market is a big ouve, and
A good business can easlly be worked
up. Weconld employ from 15 to
30 men from the time we started up,
snd we should only go into it with
a hope of bullding up n much larger
business. As for myself and one of
the company, I can say we manu-
fuctured the first stoves that stood
the test in thig siate, and the first
tea kettle ever made on this coast.
This we can substantinte by refer-
ring any one to David MeCully and
others who are well known in our
city. If the people of Balem will
giveus a chance we will starta
manufactory here that the city of
Salem can be proud of in future
years,"

This Is certainly a proposition that
our people should take an interest
in. Mr. Patterson will submit his
plang to the Balem bourd of trade in
the near future, and the same will
no doubt be favorably acted upon,

Muanulueturing of any kind should
be encouraged now and all the time
by our ¢itizens, It is the means of
building upa city a8 nothing else
ean be, and our people should thor-
oughly look into this muatter with a
view to loeating this factory here as
soon u8 possible,
