An Ashland Man Breaks His

chanic, having worked iu Ashland
of late years. Mrs. Gunnison was
buried at the latter place Bonn- -

twelve years ago. He leaves five
children, three of which are here,
Mrs. Rice and a younger brother
and sister. Miss Edith was married
a few weeks ago to HurrisonHumph-roys- ,

and now resides near Clymer.
Deceahed was a member of the M. E.
church, and a good citizen.
