SNIDER.

Snltlor WW n baddish sort of boy
riged tivolvo, whoso homo waa on tlio
very bank of tho Mississippi so near
to tho water that when hia activo
imagination or conscienco would not
lot him sleep ho had been known to
get out of bed in tho dead watchea of
tho night and plunge into it as a
diversion nnd a solaco. Ho had tho
mighty river a8 a playmate and nl
most worshiped it, without being
awaro that ho did bo; for tho Mis-

sissippi is a wonderful tliii.g both by
night and by day to thoso who
achiovo familiarity with it, and Sni-

der was a naturo worshiper within
rcasonablo limits tho limits of a
savago or a boy of twelve.

Snidor's playmates were boys and
girls of two races, tho red nnd tho
whito, nnd ho expressed a blight prof
erenco for tho whito on week days
und tho red on tho Sabbath, for, be-

ing n baddish boy, ho played all day
Sunday, nnd it is hard to get along
harmoniously all day with tho little
whito boys who nro permitted to play
on that day.

was, whoro ho passed current, have
beou tho worst kind of "bad

Snidor's siro hold tho orthodox
Wostorn viow that "Injuns is pizon,"
and did not npprovo his sou's famili-
arity with tho aborigiucs, but this
did not seriously iutorfoio with tho
boy's plans, for it was not regarded
as strictly nocessary that lie should
consult his paronta as to his goings
in nnd comings out of tho woods.

Snider nnd his Indian playmates
had in their intercourse constructed
a "blond" of English and Algonquin
that was unintelligible to other mor-
tals than thomsolves, and frequently
thoy used it to express boritiments re-

garding thoir progenitors that would
havouiado things piotty stormy for
them had thoir elders, into whoso
teoth thoy hurled it, known what
was said.

Snidor's best friend and "steady
company" was an Indian maiden of
ton, whoso namo in English would
bo frooly translated Red Leaf, but
which in hor uativo tongue could bo
Bpolled only by a combination of let-
ters that would look vory discour-
aging to civilized people. Rod Loaf's
mother had no warrior she could call
hor own, and this dotrncted from hor
popularity with tho tribp, for its
tnalo lnombors wore expected to di
vido tho produco of tho chnso with
hor, and gratitude was not hor
strongest characteristic. Her hus-
band's scalp was blowing about liko
a dry rag in Bomo Sioux warrior's
topoo, ho having boon killed hi battlo
sovoii or oight years boforo Snidor
formed tho ncquaintanco of his
daughter. Tho lady's namo might
havo boon rendered Alkali in Eng-
lish, nltliough it id quite likely sho
had adopted or beou given this bitter
titlo nt a Inter date than hor mar-riag- o.

Alkali nlways grootod with a
friendly "How how" tho coming of
Snidor, for his pockots usually con-
tained Bomothing cdiblo from his
homo lardor, aud oko a triflo of to-

bacco from his fathor's hoard. It is
uot improbable that Snidor was in a
inoasuru responsible for tho annual
and protracted visit of this particu
lar band or Indiana to tho neighbor
hood, for In addition to adding a
trillo to tho comforts of tho com-
pany ho had, on occasion, been se-

duced into securing whisky for thorn,
though at tho oamest solicitation of
Red Loaf ho had many times declined
this sinful act of accommodation.

dor had Boon tlio wound ho was bo
abject, bo remorseful, bo anxious to

terrible example of thrtt the immi
grant and Ids wife, und tliA baby to
boot, forgave him with 'all their
hcartfl.

Others hntl scon his ovil deed, nnd
tho news of it went speedily to his
father, so that Snidor was a bruised
and battered littlo imp when his fa-

ther Bout him Bupperlcss to bed tliat
night. Ho resented his punishment
with bitterness of Bpirit, reasoning
that, having mado peaoo with tho
immigrants, outside parties had no
right to disturb tlio statu quo!

His father's punishment mado it
hard for Snidor to sleep, and, being a
queer, motherless littlo follow, ho lay
upon his pillow and thought of tlio
cool waters of tho river and tho
smoky tepees whoro tho Indians
were asleep, and how they, at least,
always received him gladly. Then
ho roso up nnd stole out of tho houso,
after filling his pockets with biscuits

ho was going to bo an Indian.
Tho curs did not bark at Snider as

ho approached, but sniffed his pock-
ets and wagged thoir absurd and
damaged tails. Lucidly for Snidor
Alkali wns asleop and hor daughter
awako.

It would bo pleasant to describe
Red Leaf as Pocahontas, Minnehaha,
Wononaaud other Indian maidens
havo been described by literary peo-pl-o

who havo employed terra cottn
or bron7o models; but Red Deaf,
alas I was a genuine Indian girl,
with all tho mental and phybical
characteristics of her race. As sho
emerged from her mother's tepee, on
observing tho faco of Snider peering
in, would bo as good opportunity to
describo her as any likely to bo ob-

tained. Hor hair was long, black
and coarse, and at the part was a
streak of yellow pigment.

This hair hung down over her
swarthy and not always clean chcoks
in such a way as to make her foro-hea- d

a tolerably correct triangle.'
Hor eyes woro almond shaped and
wonderfully dark and deep, with a
trace of natural ferocity about them
that mado a stranger look a second
timo before ho rememboi ed with a
shudder that thoy were mado to look
upon tho torturos that tho savago
heart below might doviso. Her mouth
was largo, but tho handsomo whito
teoth within mado it a rathor pleas-
ant feature.

A magnificent supply of
particularly brilliant freckles, begin-
ning in tho neighborhood of his ears
and becoming by far too numerous
tomeutiou as thoy approached his
nose. Tho Indian children observed
with onvious admiration that whoro-n- s

thoy could apply yellow aud bluo
pigments to thoir faces and thus, bo
handsomo as a summer dawn until
dirt or accident obliterated tlio work
of art, hero wub a favored mortal
who woro his coloring matter under
tho Bldn nnd could oven wash with
out injury to his toilet.

Tlio noso of Snider, whoro tho
freckles did most congregate, is
worthy of extended notice.
