ping figure of all time. Ho U the vox

humaiia in all music, tho gntiefulest
lino in all sculpture, tho most exquisite
mingling of lights and shades in all
painting, tho nemo of all climaxes,
tho domo of all cathcdraled grandeur
and tho peroration of all splondid e.

Tho Greek alphabet is mudo up of
twenty-fou- r lotters, and when Christ
compared himself to tho first letter and
tho last letter, tho alpha and tho omega,
ho appropriated to himself all tho splen-

dors that yon can spell out cither with
those two letters and nil lotten between
thorn. "1 am tho Alpha and tho Omega,
tho beginning and tho end, tho first and
tho last." Or, if you prefer tho words
of tho text, "abovo all."
All human means fall infinitely

SIIOKT.
It means, nftor you havo piled up all

Alplno and Himalayan altitudes, tho
glory of Christ would havo to spread its
wings nnd descend it thousand leagues
to touch thoso summits. Pelion, u high
mountain of Thessaly; Os3a, a high
mountain, and Olympus, a high moun-
tain; but mythology tells us when
tho giants warred against tho gods they
piled up theso threo mountains, and
from tho top of them proposed to scale
tho heavens; but tho height was not
great enough and thoro was n completo
failure And nftor nil tho giants Isaiah
nnd Paul, prophotio and apostolic giants;
Raphaol and Michael Angelo, nrtistio
giants; chorublm and seraphim and
archangol, colestial giants havo failed
to climb to tho top of Christ's glory, thoy
might nil woll unito in tho words of tho
toxt and say, "Ho that cometh from
abovo is above all."

First, Christ must bo abovo all olso in
our preaching. Thoro aro bo many
books on homilotics scattered through
tho world that nil layjnon, as well as all
clergymen, havo mado up their minds
what sormons ought to bo. That ser-
mon is most effectual which most point-
edly puts forth Christ ns tho pardon of
all sin and tho correction of nil evil,
individual, social, political, uationnl.
Thoro is no reason why wo should ring
tho endless changes on n few phrases.
Thoro aro thoso who think that if an
oxhortallon or a discourse have frequont
moutlon of justification, sauctiflcutiou,
covenant of works and covenant of
graco, that thoroforo it must bo pro-
foundly ovangolieal, whilo thoy aro sus-
picious of it discourso which presents
tho snnio truth, but nmior dllToront
phraseology.

Now, I say thoro is nothing in all tho
opulent realm of Anglo-Saxouis- or all
tho word tieasures that wo"1" inhorlted
from tho Latin nnd tho Greek and tho
Indo-Europe- but wo havo might to
marshal it in religious discussion. Christ
sots tho example). His illustrations were
from tho grass, tho flowers, tho spittle,
tho salvo, tho barnyard fowl, tho crys-
tals of salt, as well ns from the seas
aud tho stars, nnd wo do not propose in
our Sabbath school teaching aud in our
pulpit nddress to bo put on tho limits.

THE TOWEU OK lUCUIT W'OKDS.

I know that thoro is a great deal said
in our day against words, ns though thoy
wcro nothing. Thoy may bo misused,
but thoy havo an imperial power. Thoy
nro tho bridge botweeu soul and soul,
between Almighty Uod and tho human
raco. What did God wiito upon tho
tablos of btones? Words. What did
Christ tutor on Mount Olivet? Words.
Out of what did Christ Btrlko tho spark
for tho illumination of tho universe?
Out of words. "Let thoro bo light," and
light was. Of course thought is tho
cargo ami words nro only tho ship; but
how fast would your curgo get on with-
out tho ship?

What you need, my friends, in nil
your work, in yonr Sabbath school class,
in your reformatory institutions, and
what wo all need is to enlarge our
vocabulary when wo como to speak
about God nnd Christ and heaven, Wo
rido a few old words to death when
thuro is such illimitable resource.
Shnkospoaro employed fifteen thousand
differout words for dramatic pm poses,
Milton omployod eight thousand differ-
out words for poetlo purposes, Rufus
Chonto omployod over eleven thousand
differout words for legal purposes, but
tho moat of us havolesa than a thousand
words that wo can umungo, less than

five hundred, and that makf--t us so

stupid.
When wo como lo set fonh till" loo

of Christ wo nro going to tnko tho
phraseology wherever wo find it,

and if it has never been used in that
direction before, all tho moro shall wo

When wo como to speak of the
glory of Christ, tho conqueror, wo aro
going to draw our similes from tri-

umphal arch and oratorio and every-

thing grand and stupendous. Tho French
.,o,-,- f l,nn olorttppn Urn's bv which thev
givo signal; but thoso eighteen fl.igs

thoy can put into sixty-i-i- x thousand
different combinations. And I havo to
tell you that theso standards of tho
cross may bo lifted into comblnatiom
infinite aud varioties overlaying. And
let mo say to young men who nro after
nwhllo going to preach Jesus Chrisc,
you will have tho largest liberty and
unlimited resource. You only havo to
present Christ in your own way.
EVKttY MAN HATH HIS I'llOPKH GIFT OF

CIOD.

Jonathan Edwards preached Christ in
(ho severest argument ever pouned, and
John Bunyau preached Chi 1st in tho sub
limest allogory over composed. Edward
Payson, sick and exhausted, leaned up
against the sido of the pulpit aud wept
out his discourso, whilo George White-fiel-

with tho manner, and the voico,

and tho start of an actor, overwhelmed
his auditory. It would have been a dif-

ferent thing if Jonathan Edwardc had
tried to write aud dream about tho pil-

grim's progress to the celestial city or
John Dunyan had attempted nu essay on
tho human will.

Brighter than tho light, fresher than
the fountains, deoper than tho seas aro
till theso Gospel tbemos. Song has uo
melody, flowers havo no sweotnebs, huh
set sky has no color comparod with theso
glorious themes. These liar vests of graco
spring up quickor than wo can sicklo
thorn. Kindling pulpits with their firo,
and producing revolutions with their
Iower, lighting up dying beds with their
glory, thoy aro tho sweetest thought for
tho poet, and they aio tho most thrilling
illustration for tho orator, and thoy offer
tho mo3t intense 6ceno for tho artist, and
thoy aro to tho embassador of tho sky
all enthusiasm. Complolo for
direst guilt. Sweetest comfort for ghast-
liest agony. Brightest hope for grim-
mest doath. Grandest resurrection for
darkest sepnlcher.

Oh, what a gospel to preach! Christ
over all in it. His birth, his suffering,
his miracles, his parables, his sweat, his
tears, his blood, his atonement, his in-

tercession, what glorious themes! Do wo
exercise faith? Christ is its object. Do
wo havo love? It fastens on Jesus.
Havo wo a fondness for tho church? It
la 1wp.iiiRo fHiriflt died for it. Havo wo
a hope of heaven? It is becauso Jesus
went ahead, tho herald and tho forerun-
ner.

Tho royal robo of Demetrius was so

costly, so beautiful, that after ho had
put it off no ono evor dared put it on;
but this robo of Christ, richer than that,
tho poorest and tho wanest and the
worst may wear. "Whoro sin abounded
graco may much moro abound."

"Oh, my sins, my sins," said Martin
Luther to Staupitz; "my bins, my syist"
Tho fact is that tho brawny German
student had found a Latin Biblo that
had mado him quako, and nothing else
ovor did make him quako; uud when he
found how, through Christ, ho was par-
doned and saved ho wroto to a friend,
saying: "Como ovor and join us great
and awful sinners saved by tho grace of
God. You soom to be only a slender
sinnor, and you don't much extol the
mercy of God; but we who havo been
such very awful shiners praiso his graco
tho moro now that we havo been re-

deemed."
Can it bo that you uro so

egotistical that you feel yourself in first
rate spiritual trim, and that fiom tho
root of tho hair to tho tip of tho too you
aro scarless and immaculate? What
you need is a looking glass, nnd hero it
is in tho Biblo. Poor nnd wretched nnd
miserable and blind, and naked from
tho crown of tho head to tho solo of tho
foot, full of wounds and putrefying
sores. No hoiilth in us. And then tako
tho fnqt that Christ gathoied up all tho
notes ngaiust us and paid them and
thon offorcd ns tho receipt,

And how much wo neod him in oui
borrows! Wo aro independent of cir-
cumstances if wo havo his graco. Why,
he made Paul sing in tho dungeon, and
under that graco St. John from desolate
Patmos heard tho blast of tho apocalyp-
tic trumpets. After nil other camlloJ
havo boen snuffed out, this is tho light
that gets brighter aud brighter unto tho
perfect day; and aftor, under tho hard
hoofs of calamity, all tho pools of
worldly enjoyment havo been trampled
into deep mlro, nt tho "foot of tho eternal
rock ho Christian, from cups of granite,
lily rimmod and vino covored, puts out
tho thirst of his soul. .

TIIEIIK IS NO OTHER N.VUU.

Again, I remark that Christ is above
nil in dying nlloviations. I havo not any
sympathy with tho morbidity abroad
about our demise. Tho emperor of

Sahidin, tho greatest couquoror of his
day, whilo dying, ordered tho tnnio ho
had ou hi in to bo carried after his death
on a spear nt tho head of his nrmy, nnd
then tho soldier, ever and anon, should
btop and say: "Behold, all that is left
of Snbuliu, tho omperor aud conqueror.
Of nil tho states ho conquered, of all
tho wealth ho accumulated, uothlng did
ho retain but this shroud." I havo no
sympathy with such behavior or such
absurd demonstration or with much
that wo hear uttered in regard to de-
parture from this lifo to tho next, There
