The proud position which she held
so long hus been resterd from her,
wnd Nupey Hanks reigns supreme.
Yeaterdny afternoon in Washington
purk, in the presence of Len thou-
sand spectators, Bud Doble drove
the beautiful mure to beat her re-
cord of 2:00. Bhe not only beat her
own record, but lowered the world's
teotting record from 28], Mand =
time, to 2:08). The duy was an
ideal oue for trotling, The track
was a trifle dusty, but sy fast as it
well eould be.  The marve was in ex
cellent condition, and before she
made the trial the general opivion
whs that if Naney Huuks was ever
to equal the record of 2:00, this was
the ocension, She wus without boots
or truppings of any sort, and  hiteh-
ed to vue of the new sulkies with
ball bearing sud pnusmatic tires.

At the second trial the mure was
sent off, For the firsy sixteenth mile,
Abe Lipeoln,pace-maker,lost ground
steadlly, T'hen Starr urged him on,
and at the quarter he was on Naney's
wheels, There was no sound io the
densety packed grand stund as the
mare flew past the quarter pole in
314, 2:06 guit. As Naucy started a-
long the back streteh, trolting as true
us u die, bead well up, feet striking
the ground with the regularity of
pendulum,n man in the grand stand
called out, “1:04 ut the haif," and a
mighty yell went up from the crowd,
Not wsound was heard as the mare
pussed the three guarters pole and
turned ioto tbe humestretch. Abe
Lincoln, under whip, moved up to
Nuuocy’s throat lstch.
