HERE iS A REAL CHAHiTY..

The Little Mothers' Alt! Society ami the
Owmt Work It tt Vol.

Chie of the saddest phases of child
Mfe in New York & the fak of the
'Little Cothei-B- " among the very

poor. You may eo them in any of
the crowded streets of the tenement
hoiwe region 'little girls of eight,
ten, evou six years, with sharp, care-
worn faces, tugging smaller girls and
baby boys in their thin, bony arms.
Their poor little bodies are bent with
the heavy burden, thoir dwarfed
littlo souls scarcely less deformed.

In such families, whoro father and
mother and all the older children aro
wage earners, tho littlo girls too
small to be hired in tho factories
must mind tho baby, for thero's al-
ways a baby to mind. In whiter the
littlo mother is usually locked into
tho dismal rooms that such people
call homo. In summer sho wanders
about tho street with tho baby on
her shoulder. Spmo of tho east Bido
mothers sit about on tho benches in
Stuyvcsant square, whoro tho smart
nursemaids wheel tho dainty laco
canopied chariots of their more for-
tunate charges.

A kind hearted lady whoso houso
fronts tho squaro used to go otit
among theso children questioning
them as to why they did not ko to
school, and if they wouldn't liko to
go to tho country on somo of tho ex-
cursions, and always receiving the
same answer, that they couldn't go
"becauso thoy had to mind tho baby.
Tho lady interested herself in the
matter, and with tho aid of her
friends arranged a series of day ex-
cursions on Saturdays whon tho real
mothers aro usually at homo. Fivo
chaperons wore employed, who vis-
ited constantly in tho homes, found
out tho littlo caretakere, arranged
for somo ono olso to tako tho charges
for tho day and accompanied tho
children to pleasant country places
at short distances from tho city. But
when tho Bummor was over, and tho
money raised by voluntary contribu-
tion and entertainments was ex-

hausted, tho lady opened tho base
ment of her own houso and invited
thomia on Saturdays for a littlo les
son in sowing, and on Wednesdays
for a bit of a good tiino in gomes and
songs and story tolling.

If you Bhould go to ono of theso
sowing matinees you would bo aston-
ished at tho sizo of tho tiny mothers,
somo of whom might ho called babies
themselves. Thoy aro clad in a
heterogeneous collection of things,
shabby and outgrown by tho rest of
tho family, for tho wage earners

l must ho well dreasod. Thoy bocrin
to sow on a washcloth, which, when
it is finished, thoy tako homo with
them, togothor with a cako of soap
and n towol, and, bo it said to thoir
credit, thoy mako good uso of tho
outfit before thoy como again. It
was tho purposo of Mrs. Johnston,
tho founder of tho society, and Mrs.
Honrn, her capablo associate in tho
work, to teach tho children to sow
on garments which should, when fin-

ished, bo given to thom. But so great
has boon tho need of tho littlo maids
that, tho ladies havo fitted thorn out
with clotliing as fast as was possible

Tho apjxjal mado by theso women,
who, with a fow othors, havo for
nearly two years carried on this
work, is for half worn children's
clotliing. Somo of tho responses to
tliis appeal havo como in tho form of
bundlos of ragged garments and old
shoes that Mrs. Johnston was obliged
to pay hor ashman to romovo. Now
garmonts aro less practicable than
those half worn, because parents
eomothnos soil or pawn them. Now
York Sun.
