the river carrying grain, Hour, hops,
nnd merchandise, und have nil they
can handle. The late rains raised
the water above the falls about eight
inches uud below nearly two feet,
but this was uardly enough to war-ru- nt

the steamers in going up to
Salem. They ply from tho Yamhill
uown. Tne improvement in pro
gress at the falls has had the effect
of raising the water some twenty-si- x

miles up stream so that it was
a preceptible aid to navigation. Tho
cofier dam, how ever,raises the water
more than the permanent dam will,
the latter structure only raising
water about a foot at the brink of
falls. But that raise will bo of con-

siderable benefit to navigation alien e
the falls during the low water season
foritonly takes a few inches to make
the difference between easy and poor
runnig for the light draught uy
river boats."

Moke About the Wreck. The
Eugene Guard has tbo following to
eay concerning the attempted wreck
of the overland on Wednesday night
near Cottage Grove: "The north
bound overland train had a narrow
escape from disaster lust night.
About one mile north of Cottago
Grove some miscreant had placed n

A Noted Bicyclist and His Long
Journey Now in Salem.

Frank G. Lenz, the amateur bicy-

clist and of New
York city, is to arrive in Salem
nn Monday, coming from Portland.
Mr. Leuz Is a special
of the niagnzLie called the "Outing,"
and Is making a tour of the world
on a safety bicycle. He his now on
his way to San FrancUco, having
arrived at Portland on Thursday,
the 20th.

Mr. Lenz left New York on tho
4th day of last June nud has traveled
4128 miles in 97 days. His record
for one clay is 84 miles, and his aver-
age run, 55 miles. Pie usually makes
from CO to GO miles a day. On bpv-or- al

days he rodo from 70 to 80 miles,
but finding that this pace had u, ten-

dency to stifleu,he abandoned Itnnd
now seldom exceeds 60 miles. Ho has
had felx escapes from death, two of

The the them veiy

his ride. Four of the escapes were
by beiug caught on trestles by trains,
and he bad to 'crouch on the beams
and hold his bicycle until they
passed. While at Yellowstone Park
he nearly fell over a piecipice. He
was nearly drowned In the Yellow-
stone river while trying to swim
across to get a mull to curry uis
wheel over. Ho reached tho middle
of tho stream, and was carried by
the current for several hundred
yards und thrown on a sandbank.
He managed to get back to land and
did not make the attempt. Eastern
papers have published beveral reports
of his death by drowning and at
the bauds of Indians. One paper,
the Pittsburg Star, recently had a
long article about Lenz being cap-

tured by Indians, and was about to
be scalped, when a bottle of fire-

water wua found in his pocket and
he was released. Lenz did not hear
of his death, capture by Indians,
etc., until he received a letter from
h's mother with the newspaper clip-
pings enclosed.

He was live dnys in making the
trip from Wallu a to The Dalles.
The distauce is only 120 miles, but,
owing to the severe sandstorms and
bad roads, he had to walk over 100
miles. A number of trains passed
him on the way, and trainbands
always asked him to "get on and
ride a stretch." Ho refused, as ho
intends to write articles on the roads
of the world, aqd wanted to gain
some information about the roads of
the Northwest.

From Portland, Lenz will rido to
and, nfter passing

sometime there, will sail for Japan.
He will pass the winter in that coun-
try, China and India. He will go
through Persia, Palestine nud Tur-
key in the spring of 1803, and will
then ride through Europe. He In-

tends to return to New York in 1804.

When Ills journey is completed he
will have ridden over 20,000 miles.

Lenz shows no signs of fatigue
from his long trip. He says he has
been sick but ouo day since he left
New York, and thut was caused by
drinking alkali water in Montana.
He Is 25 years old, 5 feet 0 Inches in
height, nud weighs 140 pounds. The
bicycle on which he rides is to made
that whenever he strikes a heavy
grade he can change the gearing
from 80 to 45 or 54 inches. The
wheel weighs 57 pounds and Lenz
carries 27 pounds or luggage, con-

sisting of a repairing outfit, clothes,
and materials fur his camera, which
he carries strapped to his back.
