PARIS IS EXCITED.

Pasis, Dec. 22. The excitement
over the Panama soandals today is
greater thau ever, and the wildest
reports are nlloatof monarchist plots
and coining arrests. It Is asserted
that Herz has been in communicat-
ion iu London with ugeuts of the
Count of Paris, uud that the expos-
ure of the Thlerre checks are direct-
ly attributable to royalist iuiluouce.
Another rumor is that olUuials aud
deputies, as well as olvillans, con-

nected with tho Panama scandal,
have bad Intimated to thorn thui
their salvation lies iu an espousal of

the royalist schemes, ami that all
their oilcenes will bo condoned if
they will consent to betray the re-

public. Some confidence is placed
by peoplo in both
the60 rumors. It Is apparent the
royalist agents havo assumed uu act-
ivity they havo not displayed for
years. There la also ovldeueo royal
ist monoy Is ngulu afloat. Should
aflaira tako a turn favorable to a
coup 'detut iu behalf of royal I ty, it
is probable, according to current re-
