He
can read Itin bis county paper sud
know ull about it. He has some
protection If such matters as the de-
struction of the road to the cem-
etery can be loeated by publication
of & few lloes, showing just what
rights ure granted and who s to be
beld respousible,. Without such
publicity he has po protection, The
county publication aots are the law
io nearly all states In the Uunlon
that seek Lo secure good county gov-
erument,

The following statement Is pub-
lished:

Our present ecounty jodge, W, C
Huutmrd, stules that of the bill s
not repenled It will cost the tax pay-
ers about twelve huudred doliurs u
yeur, aud ex Couuty Cowrmisslover
Urimm states thist if the luw is ful-

The
law bus pever falrly been enforoed
bere, Toe luw could not cost over
five bundred doliam if the legal rates
were puld, That would be less Lhen
# quarter of » cent per ouplia in
Murion couunty, Any pumber of
furtuers huve told us they would
Kiudly pay thelr share o kuow the
fuols.

But it Is nol the quarter of a cent,
Itis the principle avolved., I
the rigut of the people L0 kuow
what public offivers do with the
taxes nod whal they do with public
frauchises nud public works. ‘'bere
is o vtber way fur tbe ms:s of the
people tobe lufurmed but througl
the vuunly newspaper, ‘Tue eounty
publication law sbould not be re
penled. Ouly those osn have a de

dead letter and no llst of clalme can

tlon between Proteatanta and Cath-
olics as to who shall caplure our
common schools, and eventually the
goveruiment, through rellglous train-
ing and I submit to the legislator
that neither party hasa a right, no
matter if they have a clear msjority
In the district, to mingle one single
religious thought with the common

I would also suggest to that hon-
erable body the enantment of a law
prohibiting forever the collection of
notes or obligations obtatued thrvugh
fraud. The way the law now
atands, “‘the Innovcent purchaser”
may collect any note or obligation
obtslved through fraud. A may,
by false representations, obtain B's
notg, say §100, C may purchase this
note, belleving both A and B bon-
est men, but when he presents it to
B for collection, he finds that A
was & decelver and obtalped the
note by false representatious, a ls
Ezra Durand, yet our present law
uwllows him the full amount with
costs, thus encournging crime. We
need a luw to protect more fully the
innocent dealer in whutever commo-
dity, agalnst the tricky and ofien
times better posted speculation,

As the question of assessment and
taxation ¥ now before you, would it
not be well Lo begin now the tuxa-
von of church property? In fact, a
fuil taxation of all property of whut
ever nature, except stale, county
uud common school property, with
@ liberul deduction for the poor, It
