Cmti'orrinnrc In terror.
A minister In North Carolina nnd

another, mid nluo a Biblo teacher hi
Kentucky, have been puzzled over
this query, "Tho word 'Its' Is found
only oncoiu the Bible where?" They
enyi "Will you pleaso tell us whorot
Wo have failed to find it." It li not
remarkable that a minister of expe
rience should fail to find tho nnswor
to this query.

Tho word "its" is not found in tho
best concordances of tho Biblo, such
as Crudon's and Young's. Moreover,
Worcester's larger dictionary quotes
thostatemont of Trench, "Through
tho whole of our authorized version
of tho Biblo 'its' does not once occur,
Although Worcester corrects an error
of Trench in respect to tho uso of tho
word "its by Shakespearo nnd Mil
ton, ho does not correct tho state-
ment in respect to the use of tho word
in tho authorized version of tho Biblo.

Webster's Unabridged Dictionary
also says, "Tho possessivo form, 'its,'
is modern, being rarely found in
Shakespearo and Milton, and not at
all in King James' version of tho
Bible." Tho same statement is re
peated in Webster's new Interna
tional Dictionary, word for word.
Dr. Angus, in his "Handbook of tho
English Tongue," also says: " 'Its' is
a recent form in English. It is sel
dom found in Shakespeare and never
in sacred Scripture. "

The statement of tho revisers of
the English Biblo in their preface is
more precise. They say: "It is well
known that 'its' does not occur in the
Bible of 1611, and it does not appear
to have been introduced into any edi
tion before 16C0. But it is found 10
times in Shakespearo, and there is
other evidence to show that at the
time of the authorized version it was
coming into use."

Now, if our North Carolina minis-
ter and other readers of tho author
ized version of tho Bible will turn to
Leviticus xxv, 5, they will find tho
followinrr: "That which Kroweth of
its own accord of thy harvest thou
shalt not reap."

Tho word Mits" is therefore found
in tho current version of our English
Bible, notwithstanding the state-
ment of Worcester, Webster and
other authorities to tho contrary.
Moreover, the word appears in vari-
ous editions, as those of the Ameri-
can Biblo society, the Oxford and
Cambridge Press issues, the Collins
Bibles. Eyre and Spottiswoode's,
Bagst." s and all the editions of fam
ily ana pulpit Bibles consulted for
this purpose. Sunday School World.

Demeanor of a Medium While Under the
Contra) of Spirit tnflnenee.

At u Bonuco 1 havo seen ono of the
mediums, n lady, under control, as 11

is termed, during which sho would
somotlmcs personate a man and some
times a woman. Nono but those who
hnvo seen H would boliovo what a
change eomos over tho porson while
in this condition. Tho facinl oxpres
ion is ho changed that at times you

would not recognize in it tho face of
tho medium. Tho voice and mannet
change, and if tho "control" is man
culino tho steps in walking aro long
and heavy, tho arniB swinging loosoly
at tho sides and all tho actions hav
ing every nppcarauco of a man. If
tho "control" is a woman, tho actions
nro equally feminine, whother the
medium bo a mnn or a woman. If
tho "control" is refined and educated,
it is readily distinguished in tho ac
tions, and if of a lower order tho dif
forenco is equally as marked.

Tho "controls" gonernlly como for
some particular ono in tho audionce
and usually address their first re
marks to them, sometimes shaking
hands and calling them familiarly by
name. One' thing remarkablo is that
they frequently refuse to tell their
names, but make themselves known
by telling Bomo incident that hap-
pened in the life of the ono to whom
they are speaking, and whicfy no ono
in the audience knows but the per-
son being addressed. Of course it is
always a puzzler to tho disbeliever
how the medium should know of this
particular incident, which occurred
years ago and has been half forgot-
ten until so unexpectedly brought to
mind.

I havo seen this lady under both
male and female "control," and the
difference in facial expression is bo
marked as to bo almost beyond belief.
I have heard her sing in a deep, rich
baritone voice, while naturally it is;

difficult for her to Bing tho lower notes,
of soprano, and havo known her to
deliver an ablo lecture of from 10

minutes to 1 hour, which is far be-

yond her ability or education to do
when not under this particular "con
trol," which is that of a minister. On
one occasion she recited quite a
lengthy poem complete, and on being
told of it after tho "control" had left,
her could not repeat a single line.

Usually, when tho mediums are
passing under "control," they appar
ently fall asleep and remain in this
state from 5 to 10 minutes, after
which they make themselves known
to the person to whom they wish to
speak. They will also frequently
hold a general conversation with per
sons in the audience. While under
"control" the physical conditions
seem unchanged, the pulso and torn
perature being perfectly normal.
When the "control" begins to leave,
tho natural actions of tho medium
are noticed first, then a rubbing of
the eyes as if awakening from a
sleep, a shudder and tho "control" is
gono. Tho mediums seldom feel any
inconvenience or bad effects from
theso peculiar conditions. Indianap
olis Journal.

Nations" forms tho subject of somo
Interesting data given by a Polish
statistician, Orthodox Russia, with
her numerous saints' days nnd secu-
lar holidays, naturally stands nt tho
head of tho list as tho least laborious
of civilized nations.

Tho names of tho countrios enum-
erated, with tho number of tholr sta-
tutory working days, aro thus given:
Interior Russia, 207; Canada, 278;
Scotland, 27G England, 278; Portu-
gal, 283; Russian Poland, 288; Spain,
ZOO; Austria and tho Russian Baltic
provinces, 295; Italy, 298; Bavaria,
Belgium, Brazil and Luxembourg,
800; Saxony, Franco, Finland, Wtuv
temborg, Switzerland, Denmark and
Norway, 302; Sweden, 304; Prussia
and Ireland, 305; United States, 800;
Holland, 308, and Hungary, 312.
