TILE IN THE ORCHARD.
.,I.

Vor The Jouhwal, by K. J. Beatty.)

Tho present kind of "veather will set
a few orcbardlsts to tbluklug of tiling
out their orchards and now, la about the
time to begin the work so as to get to
ditching tho latter part of the month
and in May. There nro very few lo-

cations (probably .not over 2 per, cent,)
that can be found lu this, valley that
would not bo benefitted to the extent
of at least twice tho cost of tile drain-
age There Is ouo Infallible test-fo- r as-

certaining whether any certain piece of
ground needs drainage. That ,ls to dip
holes in the places to be tested, to the
depth of 40 Inches, andift,any time
during tho year, water stands in that
bole more than 30 hours at one
time, that laud, needs drainage, If
an orohard la to be raised on It. And
if the time ever cpraea when fruli Is a
drug on the market and low prices pre-

vail, then tho man that.cau ralso,the
most fruit every year fpr.tho.lesstiox-peiiB- O

is the uuq that will survive.
There Ib uuunjmous testimony of all
who have tried the t)e,tbat It lmprqven
the health of thu frull trees and there-
fore of courBO tho produotlveiU'Ha and
longevity.

There Is one point that very few
think of, lu favor of thorough drulnuije
and that Is this: Every ouo who bus
examined Into the matter knqwstjiat
no roots of fruit trees go bolow ft pn,int
lu the soli whero water usually stauds
part or all of tho growing season.

Now Ifthls is 12 Inches, apd the
water Ib lowered to, 48 Inches perma-
nently, It Is equivalent to quadrupling
the feeding place, or to put It lu an-

other form. Bupposoyour original or-

chard was set out 40x40 feet, then after
It Is tiled you cau set out enough to
muke them at nud 0x20 feet or 4 times
us many treea and still have the same
amount of feeding ground for oacu
treo. Tragically I doubt there being
ns much difference of value of soil bui
I am sutblled that It will double the
vilue (or more) for orchard purposes.
Another advantage Is lu the vyell

known fact that when trees are kept In
healthy condition, the fruit Is so much
better and the luseot enemies do not at-

tack them so llvrcoly.ornotatoil (there
are boiuo exceptions) aud this alone
might easily make tho difference of
coat In a few years.

One moru thought on this, when
laud Is thoroughly cultivated aud kept
loose aa It should bo lu an orchard, thore
la bound to bo a great deal of washing
otl'of the finest und best soil after
heavy rains, but If tiled tho water goes
straight down ah In sand and even lu
the hardest dtuhlug rain does uut tlow
at all on (he surface.
