applying tho proceeds to tho payment
of his fees In taking up, keeping and'
nclllng, shall pay the surplus, If any to
city treasurer, taking dupllcute recelptH

therefor, one of wblch he shall file
with tho recorder.

"It shall be tho duty of the marshal
lor any policeman under tho marahal'tt
direction to kill aud bury outside the
olty limits any dog or slut that may be
bid In at the sale, herein provided, for
Hid City of Balem."

The marshal's fees are fixed as fol-

lows: For wlsilinr and Impounding,
oOo; for euoh day's keeping prior to sale
or killing, 10c; for killing uud burying,
$1,G0; advertising aud selling, tl.GO.
