that love only the prizes and pelf which
some forms of knowledge galn for them.
The genuine votary of wisdom loves to be
right, correct in his views, as holding the
truth, Hence he loves, desires and re
Jolces to be put right when bhe s
astray, wrong, mistaking error for truth.
Correction is genuine Instruction—setting
the erring one right, if need be, not ml{
with a word of warning or sdvice but wit
censure, reproof and therod, Yet reproof
is not always pleasant. It is, asa William
Arnot tells us, bitter, but as one takes bit-
ter medicine for the health of the body, so
one should take bitter reproof, if merited,
for the health of the soul. Flattery is
sweet, but unwholesome, ‘I hate him, for
he doth not prophesy good concerning me"
(I Einga xxii, 8), *There, in that an-
cient Israelitish king, is humanity in the
lump and without disguise” (Arnot)
Painfully must the student plod on, glad
to have his exercises corrected aguin and
again, until, warned by the wise teacher,
he gains accuracy in understanding and
applying his knowledge, for the sake of
which he undertakes the pains of learning.
On the contrary, the bater of rebuke is
“brutish,” stupid and obstinate like an un-
tamed beast. The briite malkes no perma-
nent progress. Qualities nequired tend to
disappear. The trained animals let alone
g0 back to the wild state when freed from
man's supervision and control. They have
no love of knowledge. They hate reproof
or correction forits pain, and like them is
the man that bates to beset right, either
by his fellow men or by God, Men have a
capacity for improvement, for profiting by
correction. Brutes have none, and there
fore men tlmt hate correction are brutish.
They are *'like the beasta that perish’ (Ps
xlix, 12). God is willing to be our teacher.
Indeed “tencher' Is ond of the titles of Je-
sus, 80 often 1uisunderstood under the dis-
guisa of “master’’—the name of head teach-

or in Englinh schools. In this scnse 48
umu is “didaskalos,” the Greek word for
“teacher” translated ‘‘master’” in the four

gospels and applied to Jesus, The verb is
applied to Hls mhing b7 times. Bo we
have a divine correction of our crude exer
cines in godly living as well as in acquiring
the knowledge of the truth that saves.
