result is the same. Our Republican

numerous than tht--y aro at the present
time, aud this Is especially so here In
our own state of Oregon, and we might
as well have a plain understanding
upon tblssubject. Now what Is It that
Is the producing cause of extravagant
and corrupt legislation?

I believe that railroad free passes Ip

one of the fruitful source of discontent
among the people of the state of Ore
gon, and I am tathfled from observa
tion that the free puss system is als.
one of the luodt fruitful sources of cor
rupt legislation in this state.

A few months ago 11 persons includ-
ing myself got on the truin at tialem l
come to your city. One was the edltot
of a newspaper who had an annua
pass, and he explained that it was is-

sued to him In part consideration foi
his services in publishing advertise-
ments for the railroad company, am
ot courso that was all right. Anothei
was one of tho attorneys for the rail-

road company who had a pass as pari
of the compensation for his servicer,
which was also all right, Hut then
were six others, federal und state on")

clals, who were not in the employ oi
the railroad company that anybody
knows of, and they all had passes too
and the only money which the railroad
company received for carrying that
crowd of eleven people from Salem to
Portland, was the four cents a mile
paid by each of tbo two of the crowd
who were farmers, and myself. Just
why those officials who are in some In-

stances drawing salaries equal to two
or three times oa much as they could
muuo as private cmzcnti, wore per-
mitted toride freo. Is a matter which
the peoplo of this stale who are com-
pelled to pay full fare, do not under-fltan-d,

and thoy do not like it very
well either. Thoy fedl that thoy are
paying more than their share in ordor
that the company may be enabled to
let these oflloo holders ride free. I
know that a great many very good
people feel that it is all right for them,
to accept aud use free passes while
holding legislative and other offices,
which is about tho only time they do
got to rldo on a freo pass. They claim
free passes don't affect thorn, hut the
masses of tho peoplo do not see it that
way.

I knew n member before tho last leg-

islature who boasted that he had rid-

den over nine thousand miles sluen re-

ceiving his free pass from tho railroad
company, aud 1 noticed that that same
member voted for about ull the Jobs
and sobemes that camo Into tho lost
legislature.

Nobody has a right to douonnce tho
Republican party as a party for the ex
travagant and oorrupt legislation of
tho last session, as tho Domocratlo club
did the other day at Tho Dalles, Tho
record shows that all thoso schemes
and Joba were supported by individual
members of tho Democratic and Popu-
list parties, as well as by Individual
members of tho Republican party.

their fares

Alone with this tree pass business

power in our great cities.

New York City dlctn.tcs the politics
of tbb state of New York; Chicago dic-

tates the politics of the state of Illinois;
dan Francisco dictates the politics of
the state of California; and thin beau-
tiful aud magnificent city of Portland
dictates the polities of the state of Ore-

gon.
Each stato has but two senators in

tbo congress of the nation, and in man
of the states a county Is only entitled
to one senator In the state legislature
no matter bow great the population;
while here In Oregon wo have thirty-tw- o

counties, and wo have thirty
members in the state eeuate, and Mult-
nomah county has five of them, and
wanted the legislature to give her an-

other, making six, or one-fift- h of that
body, and came very near getting it too
at the last session. Her delegation also
wished the legislature to grant her threr
more members of the ho use, wincli
would give her one-fift- h of that body
also. I believe It to be a wroug princi-
ple to allow any ono county one-fift- h of
the legislative body of any state.

A Seniltlvn ISarometer.
A description appears in Tho Rivista

Sciontiuca ludnstnalo of a now barome-
ter of high sensibility and of special
service in coal mines. Tho apparatus
consists of a vertical tubo SO meters in
interior diamoter and about 1 meter in
length, tho bottom of which is curved
In the ordinary manner, tho opening at
the top, however, being furnished with
a steel peg screwed in an iron collar at-
tached to tho tube. A long capillary
tubo 1 meter in diameter is fixed at right
angles on tho largo tube a little above
the curved part and terminating in an
open receptacle.

Tho quantity of mercury is regulated
so that the meniscus of mercury presents
itself in tho iniddlo of tho capillar tubo.
Tho slightest difference of atmospheric
pressure will cause thq mercury to rise
and act on tho capillary column, and a
fall of pressnro is indicated by tho

movement of tho column. In this
way the increase or decrease of the mer-
cury in tho large tube is augmented ac-
cording to tho section of tho tubos, and
in ints case as 400 is to l, bo that a va-
riation of 1,400 of a millimeter can thus
bo noted. If tho variation in pressure
becomes great enougli to cause tho menis-
cus to leave tho capillary tube, that may
bo remedied by scrowing or unscrewing
tho upper peg.

Forced Draft.
Our cruisers doubtless have as high a

rate of speed as those of Great Britain.
There is no reason to suppose that the re-

sult of tho speed trials as given are not
exact. Yet only a novice will have the
idea that they will represent the normal
speed on tho high seas. Contractors take
care that nothing is omitted to make the
speed all that is possible, with bottoms
perfectly clean, picked coal and the em-

ployment of tho most expert firemen,
with forced draft. It is well known that
considerable repairs are frequent after
speed trials, from taxing the machinery
and boilers to their utmost, and perhaps
injuries result that do not como to lht
for some time.

A forced draft is so destructive to
boilers when inexperienced firemen are
employed that only a few hours' steam-
ing may seriously impair them. Cap-

tain Evans stated "that when in command
of the Baltimore in the Behring sea he
ordered a forced draft in order to over-

take a vessel before dark. As a result
tho boilers had 500 leaky tubes. North
American Review.
