This move grows out of the re-
fusal of the commissioners of tho Dis-
trict to appoint a colored man as one of
the members of the board of nescksors
recantly created by act of congress. The
colored men had an applicant in the

ant in the congressional library and a
member of the board of trade, Frederick
Douglass especially interested himself in
behalf of Mr. Muarray, but the board re-
fused to appoint him. The colored peo-
ple made a stubborn fight for the nssess-
orship, and now that that has been de-
pied them no offices are loft, and they
propose to mamorialize congress for the
restorntion of the right of suffrage in
the District.

When the suffrage was in vogue in
the Distriot, the negroes were an Limpor-
tant factor in the government, nn® a
part of the puwronage wans socorded
them. There was a negro assistant dis-
trict attorney, a tax registray and n oity
marshal, and cother loerative offlces
woro filled by tham. Dot with abolition
of the rigit of sulfrage they have been
out off one Ly ono until the assessorship
was the only place filled by a negro.
Now even thst has been taken awsy,
Fredorick Dopglass says that the gov-
crnment of the District Is an oligarchy,
and It is & wondor to bim that the peo-
plo have toluestod it ns long aw they
