Oregon &  Callfornia Rallroad
company, entitling that corporation
to the ownership of certaln property
adjuoining Its ropd-bed in this state,
The document bears the ofticial signu-
ture of President Grover Cleveland,
witnessed by Private Secretary M.

MeKean. An acttoald inthe con-
struction of a rmlrond and tele-
graph line from Portland

to the southern boundary of Oregun,
was approved In congress on July 25,
18660 and authority was glven to ald
such corporation. A further provision
wis made graoting to the company
every alternate section of publle land
not: mineral, designated by odd num-
bers Lo the swoant of twenty alternate
sections per mile (ten on each side) of
sand  radlroad. The patent wus
granted on December 7th, 1808
and was recorded ut Marion’s Capital
today. The patent grants the rail-
road company possession of the fol-
lowing deseribed property: Town-
ship O, range west; lots 1, 2, and v,
section 13, containing 97.28  acres:
township 1, range 3 west; lov 1, north-
east quarter section 1, containing 2.14
acres; township 2, range 3 west: lot 1,
sectlon 27, contaloing 4,60  pores;

18, containing 40 acres; Lownship o,
