Fto Gomez. He Jias also acted as a
"correspondent of several newspapers
in the United States. Two or three

ftimes he boldly left the Cuban army
?and entered Hayana, and finally
caused suspicion to be directed against
mm by tlie Spaniards.

Arall, editor of El Pueblo, published
at Puerto Principe, in the province of
the same name, and correspondent of
La Discussion, who was charged with
being guilty of evolving newspaper
articles inimical to tho government of
Spain, and who has been confined in
prison in this city, will be embarked
tomorrow for the penal colony of
Cbafarinas.

with political offenses, were placed in
jail here yesterday to await a disposi-

tion of their cases by the governor-genera- l.

Abrca, a sister of Francisco
and Esperanza Sanchez, who a few
days ago were captured In the prov-

ince of Plnar del Rio, has been im
prisoned in tho Woman's Refuge, to
await action on the part of the govern-

or-general. Another prisoner con-

fined by order of the Spanish
authorities is Valentine Bulz, who at
one time acted as executioner for tho
Nanlgoes.

Filibusterers.

Jacksonville, Fla., Feb. 8. The
tcamer Three Friends was seized and

libeled upon her return today from a
towing trip down tho coast. Tlie.

libel charges piracy; that a Hotcbkiss
gun was mounted upon tho bow of the
steamer and was fired at a Spanish
gunboat at tho mouth of the San Juan
river, vf hile endeavoring to land an
expedition. The persons named in
libel are John O'Brien, W. T. Lewis,
John Dunn, August Arnau, Michael
Walsh and Ralph D. Payne. Judge
Locke fixed the bond at $5,000, which
was Immediately furnished, and the
boat was released, upon the special
provision that a deputy marshal
should be placed on board and have
authority to take charge of the boat
in case an attempt be made at any
time to violate the law.

The Woodall Case.
New YoRK.Feb. 8. When the cases

of Roloff, LuiB and Trjlullo, charged
with violating the neutrality laws,
were called for hearing before Com-

missioner ShIelds;United Statey Mar-

shal McCarcy asked that the action
based on the defendants' alleged par-

ticipation in the Woodall expedition
be dismissed. This course was taken
in view of the fact that indictments
have been found against the men
named by the United States grand
jury at Baltimore, from which port
the Woodall sailed on her
filibustering expedition. Tho com-

missioner complied with the request,
whereupon bench warrants from the
Baltimore court were seryed upon tho
accused Cubans. Counsel for Roloff,

Luis and Trujlllo waived examination
upon the charges relative to theHorsa
expeaition,ana tne men were released
upon their own recognizance.
