"In the end they muni be paid by

the counties, for the only source of
revenue of the state Is the state tax
collected from the counties. The
counties, then, In time will be called
upon to Niy these claims, and maylc
with interest added. The money
meanwhile in tho case of payment of
the state utx Is idle In the strong-bo- x

of the state. Multnomah county, tin-fo- rt

uniilHy. owing to the lom of Its
money deposited In banks which
failed four years ago, is in debt. Un-P'll- d

warrants draw Interest at the
rue of 8 percent per annum. It Is
the purpose, therefore, to apply tho I

state tax in payment of these unpaid
county warrants. Hy this means, if
called upon to pay Interest on the uri-- p

ild claims of the state, the county
will not lie the loser, for all the money
raited by tax will be Immediately ap-

plied to the payment of outstanding
obllgullon, and the cutting off of so
much Interest, if those claims dp
not bear Interest, thun the county is
ahead JiHt to the amount of the Intor-o- st

saved."
The secretary of state will bo loath

to bring suit, as a suit once started
might be delayed so long that the
money could not be had from the
counties when It would bo most
needed.

Tho Bimetallic union hold at very
interesting meeting Thursday night.
There 'was a good attendance of
gentlemen and ladles and a splendid
program.

D. II. Wcgant of'tfie conitnltfeo on

finance made u report that) was
adopted.

A statement was road that the In-

auguration ball cost $00,000, and that
all employes of the goverrirdjnt pen
sion building wcrcdismlsscd one week
to prepare the building for the ball.
They were paid wages of $78,000 for
doing nothing for a week and exam-

ination of pension cases was stopped
for that time. This was facetiously
referred t: as a high crest of the
wave of prosperity.

Major D. C. Sherman suggested
that, as there was u remarkable in-

crease in immigration between the
June and November elections, there
Imj a committee to copy and compare
the poll lists and prosecute any
frauds. The matter was discussed.
A committee of three was appointed
to copy the poll lists Illgdon, Sher-

man and Pugh, were appointed.

It was moved to add two ladles to
the program committee.

W. T. Illgdon was Introduced to
discuss the coinage laws. lie pre-

sented the subject briefly outlined as
follows:

Tho coinage' of t"03 provided tho
llrst mint.

Carlisle's statement that tho double
standard of 1 to 151 was established
in H84, was shown to be false, In that
tho Spanish milled dollar of sllvor
was tho only mint. Carlisle then said
that the standard of 15 to 1, or 3711

grains sllvor as tho mint was ostab
llshed In 1702, with gold eagles of ten
"dollars or unlnts."This law still left
silver the standard, but provided gold

coins, their measured value being of

silver mints. In 1810 the rata was

changed from 15 to 1 to 10 to 1. Tho
silver dollar of today was 4121 grains
standard silver, or 37U pure silver.
Silver remained the unit dollar of

valtio until 1873 wlieu tho gold dollar
was substituted as the unit of value.
Tito gold dollar plcco was uot a colu
of practical value. None wero now In

circulation or coined, but it was put In

there to accustom tho mind to the
Idea of tho iiold dollar as tho unit.
Ho showed that lu 1853 subsidiary
silver was badly knifed. It was
lightened as to legal tender quality.
Carlisle says these coins are legal ten-

der for $10. But the revised statutes
eay the limit Is $5. Tho gold dollar
was worth four cents less tlmu tho sil
ver dollar. So sliver was lightened
eyen cents on the dollar for u time.

Up to 1853 the silver lu two half
dollars was exactly tho same as in a
dollar.

Sectlou 35S0 of the rovlscd btatutes
showed that forauy auTouut uot ex-

ceeding live dollars fractional silver
was a legal tendor. Tho law of 1870

says fractional sllvor Is a legal tender
for 910. The standard dollar was
legal tender for auy amount.

Tho discussion of appropriations by
congress revealed tho fact that tho
last two sessions hud appropriated
ttlG.000,000 and 9520,000,000 respec-

tively, or 11,015,000,000 for the Fifty-four- th

congress. The average for the
&3dand53dcoogrcij were only 9333,.

$l,000,000ifor every working dayot the
yoar.

ahd accordingly, on his motion, the
house adjourned.

sadors and the arbitration treaty
being reported. Senator Morgan be-

gan speaking on the treaty, opposing

it on the grounds he did when It was

first before the senate.
Bcforo tho executive session began

Senator Gear, of Iowa, presented the
first report of the session, it being a
recommendation that 'the Pacifio rail
roadB committee bill be passed for re-

adjustment of the Pacific railroad
debts by a commission. On objection
the bill went to the calendar.

Crown Prince'Dead.

San Fhancisco, Slarch 19. Cap-

tain S. A. Day. United States army,
lato commandant ut Front Slason,

this city, and more recently of Fort
Canby, Wash., who has Just retnrned
from a sovcral uiotnlis stay In Japan
on tho eteamer Peru, says that.Crown
Prince of Japan Is dead, and that the
sad event was being oponly discussed
in diplomatic circles, although at the
time the news was a state secret and
was kept from tho public.

The heir apparent to tho Japancso
throne, according to Captain Day,
passed away at ono of tho palaces of
the royal family between Yokohama
and Kioto several days before the sail-

ing of tho Peru, but for various rea-

sons the fact has not been publicly
announced as yet. Japan has just re-

covered from a month ot mourning
OAer the death of tho empress dowager,
during which period, business was
suspended and festivities of all kind
avoided. To Inflict the wholo empire
with another slegeof grief and mourn-
ing at this time has been deemed In
advisable, and for that reason, so tho
story gose, tho death of the Crown
Prltico Is being kopt a secret for the
time belug.

Captain Day said It was reported In
Yokohama that the death of Crown
Prince had completely prostrated tho
emperor, whoso hoalth has not been
good ot late. A rumor was circulated
that the emperor also was dead, but
this was quickly denied. Qae rumor
hadltthaUmailpot bud broken out
In the emperor's palace, and that the
queen dowager and tho Crown Prince
had both died from thlt disease.
